	Year 3 and 4 Rainforests of the World - Learning Sequence
Summer 2025

	
Synopsis: This engaging topic will begin with revision and new learning of geographical skills including map reading and identifying the Equator, Tropic of Cancer and Capricorn. This will then lead on to introduce the children to rainforests around the world. They will learn what they are, where they are, what they contain and who lives there. They will also learn about the importance of rainforests to the health of the planet and the threats rainforests face. The Geography topic will also inspire their work in English as they write Rainforest animal non-chronological reports and a persuasive article to save the worlds rainforests. 


In English, the children will start a poetry unit, looking at performance poetry and how a poem should be performed. They will the move onto to looking at narrative descriptions creating their own narrative using descriptive language and then playscripts. 
In Maths, children will be developing their understanding of decimals, fractions, time, money and statistics. 
In Science, we will be learning about Plants, learning about the life cycle, what plants need to grow and their key features. We will then be moving onto Light looking at shadows and how we see things. 
In Geography, children learn geographical skills of map reading, starting small scale with their local area. They will use both paper and digital maps to identify features of the village of Stainton. They will then move onto looking at a world atlas and identify the Equator, Tropic of Cancer and Capricorn, considering the climate in these regions of the world. This will then lead on to rainforests around the world. Children will learn what they are, where they are, what they contain and who lives there. They will also learn about the importance of rainforests to the health of the planet and the threats rainforests face
In RE children will be taking a closer look at understanding Christianity and questioning, what kind of a world did Jesus want? Before revisiting Buddhism as we ask - Can the Buddha’s teaching make the world a better place?
In Art, children will explore digital media; When learning about angles, lines and shapes in maths, children will use these skills and knowledge to create geometric art using ‘paint’ software on computers.   
In DT children will create smoothies inspired by the rainforest.
In Computing, children will be focusing on graphing and presenting using the PurpleMash platform.
In Music, children will use the Charanga music scheme to explore and enjoying improvisation and bringing all the elements together as we plan a performance.
In PE, children will take part in Kwik Cricket and Football before moving onto athletics and OAA.
In PSHE, children take part in Jigsaw lessons on the theme of Relationships and Changing Me.
In French, children will continue to build their bank of vocabulary and phrases with the topic of Colourful Creatures and Fabulous French food and focus on pronunciation and French phonics.

	Jigsaw Learning Sequence Y3 – Relationships
In this Puzzle children revisit family relationships and identify the different expectations and roles that exist within the family home. They identify why stereotypes can be unfair and may not be accurate e.g. Mum is the carer, Dad goes to work. They also look at careers and why stereotypes can be unfair in this context. They learn that families should be founded on love, respect, appreciation, trust and cooperation. Children are reminded about the solve-it-together technique for negotiating conflict situations and the concept of a win-win outcome is introduced. Online relationships through gaming and Apps is explored and children are introduced to some rules for staying safe online. Children also learn that they are part of a global community and they are connected to others they don’t know in many ways e.g. through global trade. 




























Jigsaw Learning Sequence Y3 –
Changing Me
This Puzzle (Puzzle) begins with an exploration about babies and what they need to grow and develop including parenting. Children learn that it is the female mammals (including humans) that carry the baby in nature. This leads onto lessons where puberty is introduced. Children first look at the outside body changes in males and females. They learn that puberty is a natural part of growing up and that it is a process for getting their bodies ready to make a baby when grown-up. Inside body changes are also taught. Children learn that females have eggs (ova) in their ovaries and these are released monthly. If unfertilised by a male’s sperm, it passes out of the body as a period. Sexual intercourse and the birth of the baby is not taught in this year group. Children discuss how they feel about puberty and growing up and there are opportunities for them to seek reassurance if anything is worrying them
	Jigsaw Learning Sequence Y4 – Relationships
Learning in this year group starts focussing on the emotional aspects of relationships and friendships. With this in mind, children explore jealousy and loss/ bereavement. They identify the emotions associated with these relationship changes, the possible reasons for the change and strategies for coping with the change. The children learn that change is a natural in relationships and they will experience (or may have already experienced) some of these changes. Children revisit skills of negotiation particularly to help manage a change in a relationship. They also learn that sometimes it is better if relationships end, especially if they are causing negative feelings or they are unsafe. Children are taught that relationship endings can be amicable.































Jigsaw Learning Sequence Y4 – Changing Me
In this Puzzle bodily changes at puberty are revisited with some additional vocabulary, particularly around menstruation. Sanitary health is taught, including introducing pupils to different sanitary and personal hygiene products. Conception and sexual intercourse may be introduced in simple terms so the children understand that a baby is formed by the joining of an ovum and sperm. They also learn that the ovum and sperm carry genetic information that carry personal characteristics. The unit (Puzzle) ends by looking at the feelings associated with change and how to manage these. Children are introduced to Jigsaw’s Circle of change model as a strategy for managing future changes.
