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	EYFS Magical Me! Learning Sequence Autumn 1 2024

	Synopsis: The children will settle into their new environment and learn the new routines. They will grow in confidence to communicate and express themselves, asking for help when necessary. The children will develop their listening and attention skills and begin to take turns to speak. They will share their own likes/dislikes and talk about their family and home. The children will explore their own abilities and begin to recognise that others are different to themselves. They will explore and understand different occupations and how they influence our daily lives. They will look at similarities and differences between themselves and others in their community. They will learn about Harvest and the Reception children will join in with our Harvest Festival and walk at Dacre Church. They will engage in a range of mark making opportunities and begin to write their names. The children will access Twinkl Phonics. They will engage in lots of outdoor opportunities and seasonal walks.

In Literacy, the Nursery children will engage in large scale gross motor writing activities. They will access Level 1 Twinkl phonic activities. In Reception the children will begin to write their own names, write lists, labels and captions and learn Level 2 sounds using the Twinkl Phonics Programme.
In Understanding the World, the children will explore their natural world using all of their senses. They will learn about their bodies, how special and amazing they are and the names for the different parts of their bodies.
In Expressive Arts and Design, the children will explore colour and how it can be changed. They will draw their portrait and will draw and paint in provision as well as create with a range of loose part materials.
In Communication and Language, the children will increasingly maintain their attention during activities and use their real-life experiences when playing in our role play home corner or acting out narratives.
In Physical Development, the children will develop their fine motor skills using loose parts. They will develop their pencil control to form the pre-writing shapes. They will develop their basic movement skills and balancing using climbing apparatus, both inside and outside. They will use a range of bikes, trikes and scooters.
In Personal, Social and Emotional, the children will access provision areas both inside and out, grow in confidence to initiate play, respond to their peers and develop good relationships with peers and adults
In Mathematics, the Nursery children will name, match and sort with different colours. The Reception children will begin to subitise and count objects to 5 and recognise numerals to 5. They will explore number composition to 5. They will compare groups of objects, recognising when they are the same or different.




	Baseline

	A baseline assessment will be completed in-line with DFE expectations. This will include carrying out and using the results of the statutory Reception Baseline Assessment provided by the DFE. Within this learning sequence you will find references to key documents for this (RBA), 4-year old assessment points which are included in Development Matters 2021 and expectations for the Reception year. 


	Literacy

	

	OBJECTIVES

Children in Nursery will be learning to:
· Ask questions about a book, making comments and sharing their ideas
· Engages in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary
· Listen and join in with stories and poems when reading

The Reception Baseline Assessment provides short, narrative statements that are specific to how each child performed in the baseline. This will then be used to inform our teaching within the first term.

Children in Reception will be learning to: 
· Re-reads books to begin to build up his/her confidence in word reading his/her fluency and his/her understanding and enjoyment.
· Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.
· Blend sounds into words so that he/she can read short words made up of know letter-sound correspondence.
· Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say the sounds for them.
· Read a few common exception words matched to the Twinkl Phonics programme.
· Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter-sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few common exception words.








Children in Nursery will be learning to:
· Enjoy drawing and mark making
· Understand that marks have meaning
· Marks can stand for the letters in their name
· Include mark making and early writing in their play
· Imitate adults writing by writing continuous lines of shapes and symbols from left to right
· Have a go at writing their name

Children in Reception will be learning to:
· Write their own name
· Form lower-case and capital letters correctly.
· Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s.
· Write lists, labels and captions

	LEARNING SEQUENCE 

Phonics/Early Reading
Nursery 
· Engaging in daily songs/stories/poems and rhymes
· Share books alongside them and model how to read
· Encourage discussion about the pictures and link it to their own experiences
· Daily Level 1 Twinkl Phonic games and activities focusing on the first 6 of the 7 aspects of Level 1 Phonics – Environmental Sounds, Instrumental Sounds, Body Percussion, Rhythm and Rhyme, Alliteration and Voice Sounds. Oral Blending and Segmenting will be introduced in the Summer Term
· Share a range of Twinkl Phonic books linked to Level 1
· Hunt for print in their environment
Reception
· Reading books allocated; non-word books to build comprehension and storytelling skills/books matched to the children’s individual phonic ability.
· When learning about a new book/theme vocabulary lists will be created for the children to explore throughout the learning sequence. 
· Comprehension and word-reading will be supported through the Twinkl Phonics programme as well as through discussion when we read stories and listen to children read.
· Teach level two sounds through the Twinkl phonics programme.
· Sound cards will be sent home weekly, including parent guidance.
· Children will practise oral blending and segmenting through their daily phonics, reading and writing activities.
· Children will be taught how to read common exception words.
· Children will practise reading focus words through phonics, in their reading books and at home with the aim of increasing their fluency.
· Support name recognition by placing names around the classroom ask children to find them, set up self-registration; hide names in sand/water/messy play and ask children to find them. 

Writing - Nursery 
· Encourage the children to mark make in a range of ways using both big and small movements
· Model being a writer so they can understand that marks have meaning
· Mark making activities in their diaries
· Engage in pre-writing shape activities to build up their writing skills before introducing letter formation

Writing - Reception
· Children will engage in gross and fine motor activities to teach letter formation.
· Cursive handwriting taught following the whole school policy. 
· Practise writing own name/ letters/ CVC words; using name card/ flash cards; in glitter/foam/hair gel etc.; using chalk on playground/paint and paint brushes/paper and different writing materials. 
· Write own name without using name card; write name on birthday cards and invitations, write name on work to label it. 
· Children will explain their paintings of themselves; describe the shapes they use when creating a face; draw and name their families; create birthday cards and invitations and explain what they have written.
· Write initial sounds, initial and final sounds or attempt to spell simple CVC words
· Label paintings and drawings; practise writing sounds using paint bags and paint; label family pictures; label feelings pictures; label parts of the body; write lists about ‘The Colour Monster’
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Children will write weekly diary entries (captions/recount)


	Understanding the World

	Past and Present, People, Culture and Community and The Natural World

	OBJECTIVES

Children in Nursery and Reception will be learning to:

· Talk about themselves and share their personal history
· Remember and talk about significant events in their own experience
· Talk about members of their immediate family and community
· Name and describe people who are familiar to them
· Comment on images of familiar situations in the past
· Explore the natural world around them
· Describes what they can see, hear and feel whilst outside
· Understand that some places are special to members of their community
· Continue to develop positive attitudes about how people are all different
· Seeks to acquire basic skills with a range of ICT equipment
· Complete a simple program on a computer
· Use an Ipad to access a range of simple Apps
· Begin to understand how to stay safe online
· Use an Ipad to find information and take photos



	LEARNING SEQUENCE

· Discuss their own family. Complete ‘All About Me’ butterflies detailing their family, likes, dislikes, their home etc.
· Talk about their summer holidays, their weekend and other significant events in their lives
· Learn about how we are all special and unique (link to Jigsaw) and how it is good to be different
· Discuss our local area and where they live. Look at maps of Stainton showing the school and key landmarks
· Talk about their route to school. What do they see?
· Walk around the local community. Discuss the different features, places of interest and what makes our local area unique and special. What is the same/different compared to Penrith? Another country?
· Create their own portrait; use mirrors to look at our own faces; talk with peers about different features; discuss similarities and differences; talk about what makes them special and unique (adult record)
· Create a representation of their own face or body using loose parts. 
· Explore the natural world around us during our Treerific Tuesday sessions. Use all of our senses to explore and then describe what they can see, hear, feel and smell. Take photos of what they find
· Learn about our body parts through songs, games and rhymes
· Draw round a child and label it. Discuss the different body parts and extend the children’s vocabulary
· Children draw round themselves using chalks and match the different body parts. Teacher to add labels to each part of the body
· Learn about our 5 senses and test them in different investigations
· Explore their sense of smell by smelling different mystery smells
· Explore their sense of taste by working out the flavour of crisps by taste alone
· Explore their sense of sight by using binoculars, colour paddles and magnifying glasses
· Use their sense of touch to describe different materials; create a feely picture using different materials
· Explore their sense of hearing by listening carefully for sounds and discriminating the different sounds they can hear
· Talk about how in some people their senses don’t work very well e.g. being blind, deaf, no sense of smell etc. Talk about why senses are important


	Expressive Arts and Design

	Creating with Materials and Being Imaginative and Expressive

	OBJECTIVES

Children in Nursery and Reception will be learning to:

· Explore different materials freely so they develop their ideas of how to use them and what to make
· Explore colour and colour mixing
· Draw with increasing complexity and detail
· Draw a face with a circle and represent some details 
· Show different emotions in their drawings
· Develops storylines in their pretend play
· Explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings. 
· Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them.
· Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.
· Listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses.
	LEARNING SEQUENCE

· Explore a range of media and materials in the creative area
· Use paints to mix different colours for different facial features
· Create a face collage using different natural materials
· Drawing their self-portrait and pictures in their Busy Books and Diaries
· Using our ‘loose parts’ materials children will be encouraged to create their own self-portraits, selecting appropriate items to represent their different features.
· Colour mixing using different resources to create different coloured Colour Monster; explore colour mixing with paint/chalk/oil paint
· Link colours to feelings and emotions through ‘The Colour Monster’ story
· Design and draw or paint their own Colour Monster
· Draw the Colour Monster exploring a range of feelings – talk about how his face changes
· Create a ‘feely picture’ inspired by the story ‘Lucy’s Picture’ by Nicola Moon. We will explore texture as we learn about our sense of touch.
· Home-corner; develop storylines based on personal experiences
· Children will create Jelly Fish linked to our RE focus looking at life on Earth. 
· As we explore the book ‘Funny bones’ by Janet and Allan Ahlberg, the children will use chalk on black paper to draw their own funny bones skeletons, thinking carefully about lines and body shapes and where the different parts of their bodies are attached.
· Sing songs about the body e.g. Heads, Shoulders, Knees and Toes, Our Senses Song
· Through our outdoor learning sessions, the children will explore the changes as our school grounds change with the early autumn weather. Create large-scale natural loose part portraits, explore and describe different textures and materials




	Communication and Language

	Listening, Attention and Understanding and Speaking

	OBJECTIVES

4-year-old observation check point:

· Is the child saying words of four to six words – ‘I want to play with cars’ or ‘What’s that thing called?’
· Can the child use sentences joined up with words like ‘because’ ‘or’, ‘and’? For example: ‘I like ice cream because it makes my tongue shiver’.
· Is the child using the future and past tense: ‘I am going to the park’ and ‘I went to the shop’? 
· Can the child answer simple ‘why’ questions?

The Reception Baseline Assessment provides short, narrative statements that are specific to how each child performed in the baseline. This will then be used to inform our teaching in the first term.

· Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important.
· Learn new vocabulary
· Use new vocabulary through the day.
· Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them.
· Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences.
· Connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives.
· Describe events in some detail.
· Use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activities, and to explain how things work and why they might happen.
· Develop social phrases.
· Engage in storytimes
· Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding.
· Use new vocabulary in different contexts.
· Listen carefully to rhymes and songs, paying attention to how they sound.
· Learn rhymes, poems and songs.

	LEARNING SEQUENCE

Through the theme and learning opportunities, children will develop their abilities within this area. They will have opportunities to express themselves effectively and be supported, via interventions, when this is challenging. Communication and language will be considered when planning other areas of the curriculum and is a central part of linking the curriculum together. A weekly focus on the objectives will ensure that coverage and observations are in place to support assessment; however, it is vital that C&L forms the basis of other planning.

Some supporting ideas for this term are as follows:

· Circle times focused on getting to know you
· Jigsaw sessions
· Parachute games to explore what we know about each other
· Home corner to support using what they know and to extend their imaginative play, communication and extend vocabulary
· Increasing length of time children are expected to sit during activities
· Exposure to a variety of stories and asking probing questions about their opinions
· Modelling good conversation skills and manners during snack time and lunch time
· Read/tell stories without showing the images in the books
· Explore the language of comparison
· Vocabulary lists for world religions


	Physical Development

	Gross Motor Skills and Fine Motor Skills

	OBJECTIVES	

Children in Nursery will be learning to:

· Develop their movement skills including balancing, riding bikes, trikes and scooters and ball skills
· Climbing steps and apparatus using alternate feet
· Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a short time

Children in Reception will be learning to:

· Use their core muscle strength to achieve a good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor.
· Confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outside, alone and in a group.
· Know and talk about the different factors that support their overall health and wellbeing: - regular physical activity - healthy eating tooth brushing - sensible amounts of ‘screen time’ - having a good sleep routine - being a safe pedestrian

PE session focus;
· Revise and refine the fundamental movement skills they have already acquired: - rolling - crawling - walking - jumping - running - hopping - skipping – climbing
· Progress towards a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace.
· Develop the overall body strength, co-ordination, balance and agility needed to engage successfully with future physical education sessions and other physical disciplines including dance, gymnastics and sport.
· Develop overall body-strength, balance, co-ordination and agility.






· Use a dominant hand
· Use a comfortable grip (working towards a tripod grip) with good control when using pens and pencils
· Further develop the skills they need to manage the school day successfully: - meal times (using a knife and fork)
· Develop their fine motor skills so they can use a range of tools competently

	LEARNING SEQUENCE

· Big motor movements through our ‘Big Writing’ activities, handwriting sessions to encourage gross-motor development e.g. large scale painting, vertical painting with water, large scale chalking, using scarves and magic wands to stretch and bend.
· Creating big movement writing opportunities where children can practise pre-writing shapes e.g. lines and circles.
· Begin forming letters both gross- and fine-motor with a focus on retracing vertical lines and forming anti-clockwise circles. Balancing along beams and stepping stones
· Climbing on our tractor tyre, A Frames and vaults
· Moving to music – focusing on the basic movement skills of running, skipping, hopping, galloping and balancing
· Play a range of games to practise moving in space, stopping and starting, holding a pose e.g. Beans, Traffic Lights and Musical Statues
· Experiment with movement; PE Gymnastic sessions that focus on different ways of travelling and linking movements, refining skills of jumping (star jump, straight jump, tuck jump, split jump, bunny hop), rolling (pencil roll, log roll and teddy bear roll).
· Teach children how to balance in a range of ways and to begin to hold them with more control
· Teach children how to stay safe in Gymnastics and to manage risks when using the mats and different pieces of apparatus
· Navigate space successfully, avoiding obstacles and each other 
· Outdoor sessions that focus on navigating space; using bikes safely and appropriately; running activities in the outside area; ‘hunt the….’ activities which encourage changing direction rapidly.
· Begin to use the toilet independently, encouraging personal hygiene.
· Use circle times to discuss how to support health and wellbeing


· Develop fine-motor skills using a variety of resources including playdough, loose parts, pegs, threading, cutting, pin boards etc.
· Refine pencil grip with the aim of a tripod grip; encourage a dominant hand
· Writing letters and pre-writing shapes in coloured sand, glitter, paint bags, with sticks, paintbrushes
· Use knives and forks in playdough, a range of cutting tools and support the Reception children at lunchtime

FORMATION (Objective) Develop the foundations of a cursive handwriting style which is fast, accurate and efficient.


	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

	Self-Regulation, Managing Self and Building Relationships

	OBJECTIVES

3-Year-old observation check point: Nursery
· Can the child sometimes manage to share or take turns with others, with adult guidance and understanding ‘yours’ and ‘mine’

4-Year-old observation check point: Reception
· Does the child play alongside others or do they always want to play alone? 
· Does the child take part in pretend play (for example, being ‘mummy’ or ‘daddy’)
· Does the child take part in other pretend play in different roles – being the Gruffalo, for example? Can the child generally negotiate solutions to conflicts in their play? 

Note: as a team we are constantly observing and keeping a look out for children who seem worried, sad or angry for much of the time. We also pay attention to any children who seem to flit from one thing to the next or children who seem to stay for over-long periods doing the same thing, and become distressed if they are encouraged to do something different. As a school we work closely with parents and other agencies to find out more about these developmental difficulties.

Children in Nursery and Reception will be learning to: 

•	See themselves as a valuable individual and grow in confidence.
•	Build constructive and respectful relationships.
•	Express their feelings and consider the feelings of others.
•	Show resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge.
•	Identify and moderate their own feelings socially and emotionally.
•	Think about the perspectives of others.
•	Manage their own needs and become more independent.
	LEARNING SEQUENCE 
 
Through the theme and learning opportunities provided, children will develop their self-confidence and self-awareness. They will begin to manage their feelings and behaviour e.g. turn-taking, sharing and following instructions and begin to build positive relationships with adults and children. 
As this is a Prime area for development we ensure that PSED is carefully planned within the week through both child- and adult-led activities. We understand how important this area is and that it lays the foundation for all other areas of learning. Each child is unique, with developing needs which we plan for and adapt provision or our practice accordingly.



Some supporting ideas for this half term are as follows:

· ‘Getting to know you’ activities
· Baseline assessments to support getting to know the children
· Supporting transition with parent for ‘stay and play’ sessions
· Supporting children in provision, modelling appropriate play, social skills and key vocabulary
· Small group socialising activities
· Sharing home experiences to start the day
· Circles times focused on differences and similarities
· Jigsaw sessions for Reception – Being Me in My World focusing on how the children fit into school, their class and supporting them to manage their feelings and new relationships.




	Mathematics

	Number and Numerical Patterns

	OBJECTIVES

Nursery follow the ‘Master the Curriculum’ scheme of work.

Children in Nursery will be learning to:

· Recognise, name and distinguish different colours
· Recognise when objects are the same or different e.g. by shape, colour, size or quantity
· Sort objects by colour, size and shape
· Sing a range of number songs and rhymes
· Rote count and count objects using their pointy finger to help them

The Reception Baseline Assessment provides short, narrative statements that are specific to how each child performed in the baseline. This will be used to inform our teaching within the first term.

Children in Reception will be learning to:

· Count objects, actions and sounds to 5
· Subitise (recognise without counting) quantities up to 5
· Begin to understand the composition of numbers to 5
· Recognise numerals to 5 and beyond
· Link the number symbol (numeral) with its cardinal number value
· Count beyond 10
· Begin to count back from 5 then 10 
· Compare quantities of identical and non-identical objects
· Use mathematical vocabulary of more, fewer/less and the same

Reception children follow the Power Maths scheme as well as taking part in the NCTEM Mastering Number programme. This programme links to Numberblocks.


	LEARNING SEQUENCE 

· Go on colour hunts around the class and outside
· Sort objects into red or not red etc.
· Match objects of the same colour
· Match a range of objects, recognising when they are the same. Match different buttons, towers and shoes. Discuss the language of pairs, same and different
· Sort different objects in a range of ways – by colour, size, type. Explain how they have sorted them. 
· Play spot the odd one out. Can they guess the rule and explain how the objects have been sorted?
· Sing a range of number rhymes and songs e.g. 1,2,3,4,5 Once I Caught a Fish Alive

· Recognise numbers 1 – 5. Explore the composition of numbers linked to Numberblocks, subitise them, count out from a larger group, understand number conservation, match numeral to quantity, learn how to write the numbers correctly
· Recognise how old they are, their door number and the day of their birthday; number hunts in the environment; number walk in local area; number play dough mats.
· Sing a range of counting songs, linking to number lines and props
· Subitise with numbers to 5; move handfuls of objects to 5 around and explore that it is the same number, recognising without counting, explore dice and dot patterns, link to Numicon pattern.
· Count 1:1 to 5, count how many people are in your family using real photos; count different body parts (fingers, toes, hands, feet, eyes etc.)
· Count actions such as stamps, claps, taps and sounds using different musical instruments, focus on stopping at a certain number
· Focus on rote counting forwards and backwards – count children at self-registration, when lining up, when singing number songs etc.
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
