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	EYFS -  Oh, I Do Like To Be Beside The Seaside! Learning Sequence  Summer Term 2024

	Synopsis: Children will explore the world of by the seaside, comparing environments and creating information guides. They will investigate the impact of human behaviour on the environment and begin to understand their personal impact and what they can do to effect change. 

In Literacy, the Reception children will be writing full sentences that contain some features of a narrative. They will write simple sentences in different contexts including letters, comic books and narratives. They will look at the features of non-fiction books and learn how to use them. The Nursery children will have a go at mark making in their diaries and learn how to write their own name. The children will continue to access Twinkl Phonics. The Nursery children will access level 1 Twinkl Phonic activities and the Reception children will complete Level 3 before moving onto Level 4 covering CVCC and CCVC words. 
In Understanding The World, the children will compare features of environments and explore the impact of human behaviour on a range of environments. They will learn about different lifecycles and how animals grow and change over time. We will then move onto plants and will learn about the lifecycle of the Sunflower. We will plant our own and care for them over time, observing how they grow and change. Children will show an interest in the past and present and make comparisons. They will explore materials and their properties. They will engage in lots of outdoor opportunities and seasonal walks.
In Expressive Arts and Design, children will design, make, review and edit a variety of art projects. They will focus on textiles and will make a fabric Rainbow Fish.
In Communication and Language, children will discuss events in their experiences from their past, present and future using the correct tense. Children will use language for a variety of purposes including role-play, asking questions and discussing their own reflections on their work. 
In Physical Development, the children will develop their basic movement skills in preparation for our Sport’s Day, moving safely in a range of ways. They will use a range of bikes, trikes and scooters. The children will also develop their fine motor skills by using different tools, including knives and forks, threading, weaving and pouring from a range of equipment. They will focus on their cursive letter formation and holding a pencil with a tripod grip.
In Personal, Social and Emotional, children will be discussing their emotions and how they can manage difficult situations, focusing on bullying, mental health and transition. Children will share their experiences and discuss their own uniqueness. They will understand and explore different safety measures and apply these confidently.
In Mathematics, children will automatically recall number facts to 10, subitise and explore patterns within numbers to 10. Children will learn about doubling, halving and sharing. They will learn how subtraction facts apply to number bonds to 10.


	Literacy

	Comprehension/Reading and Writing

	OBJECTIVES

Children in Nursery will be learning to:
· Ask questions about a book, making comments and sharing their ideas
· Engages in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary
· Listen and join in with stories and poems when reading
· Clap and count syllables in words
· Recognise rhyme and rhythm and begin to spot and suggest rhymes
· Recognise words with the same initial sound (alliteration)

Reception will be judged against the Early Learning Goals (ELG’s) at the end of the Summer Term:
Comprehension (ELG’s)
· Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary;  
· Anticipate – where appropriate – key events in stories; 
· Use and understand recently introduced vocabulary during discussions about stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems and during role-play.


Word Reading (ELG’s)
· Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs; 
· Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending;  
· Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.



Children in Nursery will be learning to:
· Enjoy drawing and mark making
· Understand that marks have meaning
· Marks can stand for the letters in their name
· Include mark making and early writing in their play
· Imitate adults writing by writing continuous lines of shapes and symbols from left to right
· Have a go at writing their name and then learn how to form each letter

Writing (ELG’s)
· Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed; 
· Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters 
· Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.

	LEARNING SEQUENCE 

Phonics/Early Reading
Nursery 
· Engaging in daily songs/stories/poems and rhymes
· Share books alongside them and model how to read. Learn the names of the different parts of a book. Discuss how some books are stories and some are information books and share a range of each.
· Encourage discussion about the pictures and link it to their own experiences
· Daily Level 1 Twinkl Phonic games and activities focusing on all of the 7 aspects of Level 1 Phonics – Environmental Sounds, Instrumental Sounds, Body Percussion, Rhythm and Rhyme, Alliteration and Voice Sounds. Oral Blending and Segmenting will now be introduced as we are moving into the Summer Term
· Share a range of Twinkl Phonic books linked to Level 1

Reception
· Read books matched to the children’s individual phonic ability.
· When learning about a new book/theme vocabulary lists will be created for the children to explore throughout the learning sequence. 
· Comprehension and word-reading will be supported through the Twinkl Phonics programme as well as through discussion when we read stories and listen to children read.
· Teach level three sounds through the Twinkl phonics programme.
· Teach how to read and spell level 4 words – CVCC, CCVC words
· Sound cards will be sent home weekly, including parent guidance.
· Children will practise oral blending and segmenting through their daily phonics, reading and writing activities.
· Children will be taught how to read common exception words.
· Children will practise reading focus words through phonics, in their reading books and at home with the aim of increasing their fluency.
Writing - Nursery 
· Encourage the children to mark make in a range of ways using both big and small movements
· Model being a writer so they can understand that marks have meaning
· Mark making activities in their diaries
· Engage in pre-writing shape activities to build up their writing skills before introducing letter formation
· Name writing activities – model letter formation


Writing - Reception 
· Share the story of the Rainbow Fish and write captions to match the story. Can they describe the Rainbow Fish? Write different adjectives
· Write a letter from the Rainbow Fish saying sorry for not sharing his scales. Discuss features of a letter.
· Write a letter to a mermaid; recap letters written throughout the year; look at address and the format of letters. 
· Write descriptions of under the sea creatures; make a list of adjectives to describe them; write a page for a story and create a class book about under the sea creatures.
· Plan their own story about going under the sea; plan a beginning, middle, end using key features of narrative; focus on language used, full stops and capital letters.
· Share a range of non-fiction books about ‘Under the Sea’ to find out information. Use these books to answer questions. Write fact files about a sea creature
· Share a range of poems linked to the topic from ‘The Poetry Basket.’
· Look at different poems and look for what they have in common; practise rhyming activities; draft a poem as a class. 
· Engage in a range of rhyming activities and create their own rhyming strings
· Write their own class poem about the seaside
· Create a ‘sharing guide’ for new children; reflect on the year and how it felt when we joined reception writing notes about it; why was sharing important discussion 

	Understanding the World

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Past and Present, People, Culture and Communities and The Natural World

	OBJECTIVES

EARLY LEARNING GOALS
Past and Present
· Talk about the lives of the people around them and their roles in society; 
· Know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class; 
· Understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books read in class and storytelling.
People, Culture and Communities
· Describe their immediate environment using knowledge from observation, discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps;
· Know some similarities and differences between different religious and cultural communities in this country, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class;
· Explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries, drawing on knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts and – when appropriate – maps.
The Natural World
· Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants;
· Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class; 
· Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons and changing states of matter.




	LEARNING SEQUENCE

· Effects of our daily life on the environment; look at pictures of oceans and plastic; discuss impact on sea creatures; write about what we can do to help; create artwork together look at continents and oceans
· Look at life in different countries and compare the environments, look at life in our local area and compare to that of life in a contrasting location in a tropical country, explore maps for the countries, Compare daily weather patterns, amenities and local life and animals.
· Compare the seaside to town/city location using home location; go on a local walk around the area taking notes/pictures; compare pictures of both environments; talk about impact of humans on the environment. 
· Look at hot and cold climates – use globes and maps to help us
· Use Beebots to explore simple maps
· Continue to develop skills on Purple Mash – Talking Books
· Habitats: explore where different animals live and compare their environments focusing on the seaside environment. Sort animals into groups e.g. those that live in the sea, on a beach, look at the diversity in a rock pool environment
· Plant beans, cress and sunflowers exploring how to take care of them; research using books/Tablets; outdoor garden area planting; looking at different seeds and what is inside them; explore a ‘digging area’; make a herb garden.
· Life cycle of a plant; look at the different parts; talk about what plants need to grow; what happens to the seeds; what happens in the different seasons; create seasonal pictures of plants; observational drawing; create a life cycle.
· Seed to fork; plant and grow our own vegetables which we can use in our cooking
· Compare different fruit from around the world, looking closely at the environmental factors that influence the growing of these fruits (bananas, mangos, apples, pears etc.)
· Look at seasonal changes from Spring to Summer – discuss what has changed, measure temperature and discuss the weather, talk about the dangers of the sun and how we can stay safe
· Outdoor learning opportunities to explore seasonal changes, going on a plant hunt, gardening activities, measuring shadows

· Talk about our holidays. Has anyone been to the seaside?
· Look at photos from modern beach holidays. What different activities do people do? Now look at holidays in the past. Show photos from Victorian times – what do we notice? What is the same and different? 
· Look at old toys and different books to find out what beach holidays were like for children in the past
· Continue to add to our class timeline – what events were in the past (then) are happening now and are in the future?
· R.E. – Importance of Prayer and the Creation story

	Expressive Arts and Design

	Creating with Materials and Being Imaginative and Expressive

	OBJECTIVES

EARLY LEARNING GOALS
Creating with Materials
· Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function; 
· Share their creations, explaining the process they have used; 
· Make use of props and materials when role playing characters in narratives and stories.
Being Imaginative and Expressive
· Invent, adapt and recount narratives and stories with peers and their teacher; 
· Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs; 
· Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others, and – when appropriate – try to move in time with music.
	LEARNING SEQUENCE

At this point in the year children, should be making individual choices about materials, designs, textures etc. Open-ended weekly projects that provide a variety of resources, skills and outcomes will ensure children are able to demonstrate their own thought processes. 

· Explore a range of materials and textiles – discuss how they are made
· Make a Rainbow Fish by weaving materials
· Create stories about under the sea creatures which are influenced by other stories children have been exposed to
· Use different seaside materials to make a seaside picture
· Observational drawings and rubbings of shells
· Learn about Print – how can we print different patterns and shapes?
· Create their own prints using stamps
· Print a range of repeating and overlapping patterns
· Performance poetry; write poems and use microphones/Ipads to record, perform to the class poems written by authors; perform in small groups children’s poems.
· Learn about the artist – Anni Albers
· Use recycling for a ‘big art project’
· Explore healthy cuisine from around the world
· Learn about where the food comes from – how grown?
· Prepare a range of healthy foods e.g. Phunky Food’s Rainbow salad, Frozen Yoghurt
· Develop their skills of cutting, chopping and stirring
· Charanga Unit for Music – Big Bear Funk! and Let’s Perform Together! 
· Listening and Appraising pieces of music
· Playing a range of instruments 
· Singing a range of songs
· Improvising with both their voice and instruments




	Communication and Language

	Listening, Attention and Understanding and Speaking

	OBJECTIVES

EARLY LEARNING GOALS
Listening, Attention and Understanding: 
· Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions when being read to and during whole class discussions and small group interactions
· Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding
· Hold conversations when engaged in back-and-forth exchanges with their teachers and peers
Speaking: 
· Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently introduced vocabulary
· Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently introduced vocabulary from stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems when appropriate, 
· Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including use of past, present and future tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.
	LEARNING SEQUENCE

Through the theme and learning opportunities, children will develop their abilities within this area. They will have opportunities to express themselves effectively and be supported, via interventions, when this is challenging. Communication and language is always considered when planning other areas of the curriculum and forms a central part of linking the curriculum together. A weekly focus on the objectives ensures that coverage and observations are in place to support assessment; however, it is vital that C&L forms the basis of other planning.




Some supporting ideas for this term are as follows:

· Focus on human impact on the environment in PSED times
· Planned questions during visits/walks which encourage children to consider their experiences
· Read different stories and do not show pictures so that children respond with their own thinking
· Use The Rainbow Fish and Sharing a Shell to discuss past, present, future


	Physical Development

	Gross and Fine Motor Skills

	OBJECTIVES	

EARLY LEARNING GOALS
Gross Motor Skills
· Negotiate space and obstacles safely, with consideration for themselves and others; 
· Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing; 
· Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping, skipping and climbing. 
Fine Motor Skills
· Hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent writing – using the tripod grip in almost all cases
· Use a range of small toys, including scissors, paint brushes and cutlery
· Begin to show accuracy and care when drawing
	LEARNING SEQUENCE

· Obstacle course; adults build and discuss safety around an obstacle course; children explore different ways to move around it and change things; discuss safety when making changes.
· Obstacle course; children to design and build their own obstacle course; assess and review safety; create risk assessments for others to use. 
· Build a pirate ship using large block – focus on safety; design and build pirate ship; review and edit; concentrate on safety and being able to be safe without direct supervision.
· Cutting and creating sea creatures; cut out different parts of sea creatures and connect them using a variety (split pins, glue, staples) or materials; review which is best.
· Explore movements/navigating space; explore the ways that others move and how we can make our bodies move that way; move in time to music and hop along; practise skipping and jumping off objects.
· Athletics – practise running, jumping and balancing in preparation for Sport’s Day. Refine skills. Practise stopping and starting
· Cutting/sticking using different materials 
· Learn basic food safety and hygiene as we explore some simple healthy cuisine from around the world. Preparing and making food to taste.
· Handwriting activities and name writing – focus on cursive script


	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

	Self-Regulation, Managing Self and Building Relationships

	OBJECTIVES

EARLY LEARNING GOALS
Self-regulation:
· Show an understanding of their own feelings and those of others, and begin to regulate their behaviour accordingly; 
·  Set and work towards simple goals, being able to wait for what they want and control their immediate impulses when appropriate;
· Give focused attention to what the teacher says, responding appropriately even when engaged in activity, and show an ability to follow instructions involving several ideas or actions.
Managing Self:
· Be confident to try new activities and show independence, resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge; 
· Explain the reasons for rules, know right from wrong and try to behave accordingly; 
· Manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs, including dressing, going to the toilet and understanding the importance of healthy food choices.
Building Relationships:
· Work and play cooperatively and take turns with others; 
· Form positive attachments to adults and friendships with peers; 
· Show sensitivity to their own and to others’ needs.

	LEARNING SEQUENCE 
 
Through the theme and learning opportunities provided, children will develop their self-confidence and self-awareness. They will begin to manage their feelings and behaviour e.g. turn-taking and following instructions and begin to build positive relationships with adults and children. It is important that the area of PSED is planned within the week through child and adult led activities. Each child will have developing needs which will be planned for accurately.

Some supporting ideas for this term are as follows:

· Circle times/small group time to discuss the topics of bullying, sharing, being a good friend and transition to Y1
· Discussions around safe and unsafe choices with regards to pirate behaviour
· Transition support with Y1 teacher to ensure children are ready and feel confident, Use The Rainbow Fish and Sharing a Shell to support this
· Set goals for year 1
· Encouraging children to have and share their own ideas which they act on, reflect on and share their experiences of
· Children’s mental health; why is kindness important? Look at pictures of a brain and talk about how we keep it healthy; meditate; try yoga; impact of exercise on mental health; create a class piece of artwork that shows how to help your mental health.

PSHE Learning Sequence – Jigsaw 

All year groups follow the Jigsaw Teaching programme. This covers the themes of Relationships and Changing Me over the Summer Term.

These curriculum objectives are covered in weekly lessons, circle times and topics are celebrated through a weekly celebration assembly



	Mathematics

	Number and Numerical Patterns

	OBJECTIVES

EARLY LEARNING GOALS

Number
· Have a deep understanding of number to 10, including the composition of each number; 
· Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5; 
· Automatically recall (without reference to rhymes, counting or other aids) number bonds up to 5 (including subtraction facts) and some number bonds to 10, including double facts.

Numerical Patterns
· Verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system; 
· Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same as the other quantity;
· Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how quantities can be distributed equally

	LEARNING SEQUENCE 
 
At this point in the year, the expectation is that children apply previously taught skills and investigate using the number knowledge that they have learnt throughout the year. 


Some ideas to support this are as follows: 

· Daily counting to 20 and beyond
· Doubling and sharing equally; using shells to share, sharing fish scales and see how many we have, doubling beach pebbles
· Adding and subtracting using sea creatures and recording number sentences, adding all the rubbish found in the recycling week
· Number bonds; matching the bucket with the shovel for number bonds (without aids), matching numbered recycling for number bonds (without aids)
· Ordering numbers on fish; odds and evens on different fish - can we organise them into odds and evens?

Maths Learning Sequence – Power Maths 

All year groups follow the Power Maths mastery programme.

These curriculum objectives are covered in daily lessons through a small step, progressive approach.

Reception also follow the NCETM Mastering Number Programme
