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	Year 3 and 4 Contrasting Localities – Learning Sequence
Summer 2024

	Synopsis: 
Throughout the Summer term, Year 3 and 4 will be learning about Contrasting Localities, they will spend the first half term focusing on the UK and Cumbria. In Geography children will develop their skills by naming and locating different cities, counties, seas and rivers in the UK, they will be using compasses and atlases, studying topography of the UK looking at the hills and mountains, discovering how London and our country has changed over time and observing, recording and presenting features of local areas using maps. Further on in the term we will start to look at geographical similarities and differences in other countries around the world including regions of the UK, a European Country and North and South America.
 In Art the children will be developing their printing techniques using artists such as William Morris to inspire their work. Further on in the term the children will then be looking at sculpture making clay tiles and using texture skills to create a particular feeling, movement or expression. 
In Design and Technology children will be looking at food applying principles of a healthy varied diet when preparing savoury dishes and understanding the importance of seasonal food and links to ingredients. In the second part of the term we will move onto look at local food growers and suppliers, understanding where our food comes from.

In Computing, children will be focusing on writing for different audiences and then simulations using the PurpleMash platform. In Music we will be learning about how to show expression and be able to improvise in music using different instruments and being creative together. We will then onto our final unit of ‘The show must go on’.  
In French we will be learning about French food and other cultural customs we will also be broadening our French vocabulary by practicing shopping for French food through role play. 

In RE we will be looking at what kind of a world did Jesus want. In Jigsaw, we will be covering the units, Relationships and further on in the term moving onto Changing Me. 

In Literacy, children will be focusing looking at advertisement examples, Local Cumbria Guides and non -fiction books about the UK and Cumbria we will be creating our own adverts focusing on persuasive writing techniques. We will also be looking at informal letter and postcard writing. For each of these writing techniques we will be learning each style of these, how to include key events, the structure and language, and then creating their own. Later in the term, we will be looking at Poetry and fiction writing based around Cumbria using the book Swallows and Amazons.  
In Maths, children will be developing their understanding of, fractions, decimals, measurement, shape and statistics. 

In Science, we will be learning about light and then moving onto Living things and their habitats.  In PE, we will be doing Football and Cricket in second part of the summer term we will be looking at Athletics and Water Sports.

In this Puzzle, children revisit family relationships and identify the different expectations and roles that exist within the family home. They identify why stereotypes can be unfair and may not be accurate, e.g. Mum is the carer, Dad goes to work. They also look at careers and why stereotypes can be unfair in this context. They learn that families should be founded on love, respect, appreciation, trust and co-operation. Children are reminded about the Solve it together technique for negotiating conflict situations and the concept of a win-win outcome is introduced. 
Online relationships through gaming and apps are explored and children are introduced to some rules for staying safe online. 
Children also learn that they are part of a global community and they are connected to others they don’t know in many ways, e.g. through global trade. 
They investigate the wants and needs of other children who are less fortunate and compare these with their own. Children’s universal rights are also revisited.

This Puzzle begins learning about babies and what they need to grow and develop including parenting. Children are taught that it is usually the female that carries the baby in nature. This leads onto lessons where puberty is introduced. Children first look at the outside body changes in males and females. They learn that puberty is a natural part of growing up and that it is a process for getting their bodies ready to make a baby when grown-up. Inside body changes are also taught. Children learn that females have eggs (ova) in their ovaries and these are released monthly. If unfertilised by a male’s sperm, it passes out of the body as a period. Sexual intercourse and the birth of the baby are not taught in this year group. Children discuss how they feel about puberty and growing up and there are opportunities for them to seek reassurance if anything is worrying them.

Learning in this year group starts focussing on the emotional aspects of relationships and friendships. With this in mind, children explore jealousy and loss/ bereavement. They identify the emotions associated with these relationship changes, the possible reasons for the change and strategies for coping with the change. The children learn that change is a natural in relationships and they will experience (or may have already experienced) some of these changes. Children revisit skills of negotiation particularly to help manage a change in a relationship. They also learn that sometimes it is better if relationships end, especially if they are causing negative feelings or they are unsafe. Children are taught that relationship endings can be amicable.

In this Puzzle, bodily changes at puberty are revisited with some additional vocabulary, particularly around menstruation. Sanitary health is taught, including introducing pupils to different sanitary and personal hygiene products. Conception and sexual intercourse are introduced in simple terms so the children understand that a baby is formed by the joining of an ovum and sperm. They also learn that the ovum and sperm carry genetic information that carry personal characteristics. The Puzzle ends by looking at the feelings associated with change and how to manage these. Children are introduced to Jigsaw’s Circle of change model as a strategy for managing future changes.

	Learning Sequence
· Recap on where the Gospel is within the Big Frieze. Listen to the story of the calling of the first disciples. Reflect upon what Peter and Andrew were giving up and how they might have felt.

· Think about: What did the disciples gain once they followed Jesus in their role? What did Jesus mean by ‘Fishers of people.’ Explain that following Jesus and being fishers of people are actions which Jesus wanted people to do, which is why many Christians today still try to do them. Complete an image of ‘Fishers of people.’


· Share with the children some images collated from Church newsletters/bulletin boards etc showing what is happening in the community. Children to think about which is the most important and why. Make links with how Christians are making the kind of world that Jesus wanted. Listen to clergy person talk to the children about a regular day in their diary, how this might change on a Sunday and the other jobs that they do. Why did they want to be a Church leader?

· Create a ‘Wanted’ poster for a church leader. Pupils should list attributes needed, activities they will be required to do, and how they must live as Jesus wanted.

· Remind children of the key question for the unit: What kind of world did Jesus want? Children to share their ideas so far based on what they have learned. Include the question: What kind of world would they like to see? Are these similar? Children to have a picture of the globe. In half of it they draw and write how the world is and 

Ask pupils to describe what sort of world they think Jesus wanted.  Give pupils some images showing the world in a state that Jesus would not have wanted. Discuss what a Christian would do in this situation. Children to complete a triptych with the image in the middle and what a Christian would do -  and why -  on one side with the explanation on the other. The explanation can explain how it has changed and why.
