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	Synopsis: 
Throughout the Spring term, Year 3 and 4 will be learning about the Romans. In History, children will be discovering how the Romans influenced and impacted Britain, the development of the Roman Empire, understating new historical vocabulary and how characteristics of Britain have changed overtime.  In Geography the children will be becoming more confident with using world maps, understanding the location and extent of the Roman Empire. In Art, children will develop their collage techniques by creating Roman mosaics and looking at Roman artefacts. In Design Technology, children will be building a bridge focusing on strengthening skills and being innovative and resourceful. 

In Computing, children will be focusing on touch typing using the PurpleMash platform. In Music we will be learning about how to compose music with our friends using different instruments and being creative together.  In French we will be learning French games in the playground, numbers and how to say our age. 

In RE. In Jigsaw, we will be covering the unit, Dreams and Goals. 

In Literacy, children will be focusing on the book Escape from Pompei to create a Newspaper report about what happened there. They will be learning about the style of a Newspaper report, how to include key events, the structure and language, acting out role play and then creating their own. Later in the term, we will be looking at adventure stories.  In Maths, children will be developing their understanding of multiplication and division, shape, fractions, decimals and measurement. 

In Science, we will be learning about Magnets and Forces and in PE, we will be doing Dance and Tag Rugby. Some Year 4 pupils will be taking part in both Dance and tag rugby sessions.

· Share a powerpoint about Ramadan. Create a ‘Good deeds’ chart with 30 things. Children make Ramadan lanterns and record information about how Ramadan teaches Muslims to live their lives.
· Think about journeys which the children have been on. Explain that the 5th pillar is called Hajj and is a special journey – a pilgrimage (religious journey) Watch the BBC clip: What is Hajj? - BBC Teach. Discuss what happens at Hajj. Create things that children would like to drive out of the world. 
· Children complete an assessed piece of work: write a magazine article about Sara (the girl in the film clip) explaining what her faith means to her and its importance.
