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	Year 3 and 4 Romans – Learning Sequence
Spring 2024

	Synopsis: 
Throughout the Spring term, Year 3 and 4 will be learning about the Romans. In History, children will be discovering how the Romans influenced and impacted Britain, the development of the Roman Empire, understating new historical vocabulary and how characteristics of Britain have changed overtime.  In Geography the children will be becoming more confident with using world maps, understanding the location and extent of the Roman Empire. In Art, children will develop their collage techniques by creating Roman mosaics and looking at Roman artefacts. In Design Technology, children will be building a bridge focusing on strengthening skills and being innovative and resourceful. 

In Computing, children will be focusing on using search technologies effectively to retrieve sources using the PurpleMash platform. In Music we will be learning about different musical styles and how to recognise these.  In French we will be learning about the French classroom; focusing on how to say our stationary equipment and specific times of the school day in French. 

[bookmark: _GoBack] In Jigsaw, we will be covering the unit, Healthy me. 

In Literacy, children will be focusing on the book Roman on the Rampage to create their own adventure story about becoming a chariot racer. They will be learning about how to plan and build up an adventure story, how to include the correct descriptive language and key features, the structure and language and acting out and role play. Later in the term, we will then be looking at Poetry.  In Maths, children will be developing their understanding of shape, fractions, decimals and measurement. 

In Science, we will be learning about states of matter and in PE, we will be doing Dodgeball and Hickey. Some Year 4 pupils will be taking part in both Dance and tag rugby sessions.

· Teach –new sounds and CEW
· Practise – read/write words focussing on new phoneme or words 
· Apply – read and write sentences focussing on new phoneme or words

Making Sense of the Text:
       Children will learn about the story of Noah from Genesis
       We will act out the story and discuss our thoughts and views.
       Children will learn about Noah and use words to describe his qualities.
       Children will define what a ‘pact’ is and relate this to the rules God gives Noah in the story.
       Pupils will answer the question ‘What was God’s covenant with Noah?’
       They will then move onto learn about what it was like for Noah and his family to follow God.
 
Making Connections:
       Pupils will link the story to the wider world by thinking about the ‘pacts’ people make and then talk about what happens if people break agreements? What are the consequences?
       Children will link themes from the story and talk about what we could do without in our world to make it a better place.
       Children will think about promises they could make in school and ways they could carry them out.
 
Understanding the Impact:
       Children will learn about pacts made by people in the local community.
       We will then learn about the promises made at a Christian wedding ceremony linking this to our understanding from the story of Noah.
       Pupils will learn that promises made at a wedding are similar to a covenant as people believe God will help a Christian couple in their married life.
       Children will link their understanding from each aspect and then answer the question ‘What is it like to follow God?
