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	Y1 People Who Help Us 
Learning Sequence - Autumn 2023

	Synopsis: Children will learn about people who help us at home and at school, what makes them unique, how their bodies work and about the local area. Children will then move on to learn more about people who keep us healthy and those that keep us safe.

In Science, children will name the parts of the body. They will understand and name the five senses, linking it to the appropriate body part. They will learn to identify, describe and compare a range of common vertebrates. They will investigate light and dark and will name different sources of light. The children will then learn how shadows are made.
In Geography, children will use basic geographical language to talk about school and the local area. They will use maps, aerial photos to follow and draw maps of the school. Promote and practice road safety!
In History, children will learn about houses and homes past and present. We will learn about those who helped keep people healthy in the past as we investigate significant nursing figures from the past. e.g. Florence Nightingale and Mary Seacole.
In Art, children develop drawing skills to produce a self-portrait. Learning about the artist Giacometti. Then we will move onto explore painting lines and shapes, colour mixing and collage whilst studying works by the artist Kandinsky.
In D&T, children use construction materials to build a 3D models of their homes and models of different emergency buildings. They will explore where food comes from and design and make hedgehog bread rolls. 
In Computing, children will be taught internet safety and introduced to coding.
In Music, children listen, respond and explore different musical genres. Learning and participating in a Christmas production.
In P.E, children will develop their gymnastic skills of travelling, jumping, rolling and balancing. They will link movements to create routines and will begin to develop their performance skills. They will comment and evaluate each other’s routines.
Outdoor learning opportunities – exploring the natural environment around them using all of their senses. Learning how to care for wildlife in their natural environment. They will learn about the seasonal change from Summer to Autumn. Learn about Bonfire Night safety through our own pretend fire and fireworks. 
In P.H.S.E, children will follow the JIGSAW units ‘Being me in my own world’ and ‘Celebrating Difference’.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In R.E, children will explore ‘What the word God means to Christians?’ before questioning ‘Why do Christians give gifts at Christmas?’.

· Share a selection of Autumn poems. (Rhyming Poems) 
· Perform poems on own and in groups – learn different Autumn poems from ‘The Poetry Basket’. Recite them from memory and perform them with actions. 
· Use the same selection of poems to identify rhyming couplets. 
· Explore rhyming words from poems and start to come up with own (pairs/TS). 
· Create a selection of rhyming couplets (these don’t need to be linked to autumn). Begin by continuing rhyming strings and identifying rhyming words. 
· As a class come up with a selection of words related to Autumn.

· Develop use of rhyming couplets

	Twinkl Phonics Programme 
As a school all children from Nursery to Year 2 follow the Twinkl Phonics Programme. 
This ranges from level 1 – level 6. 
All children in Year 1 are taking part in 5 lessons a week focusing on objectives from the phonic level in which they are working at (Level 2 – Level 5). Children are also receiving same-day interventions, when required, to help them keep up not catch up. 

Lessons are structured in the following way. 
· Revisit and review– previous sounds and tricky/common exception words taught 
· Teach –new sounds and tricky/common exception words
· Practise – blend/segment words focusing on new phoneme or words 
· Apply – read and write a caption or sentences focusing on new phonemes taught and tricky/common exception words
· Assess – formatively assess during each session how the children are progressing and adapt planning and teaching accordingly. Summative assessments take place at the end of every half term.

· 1:1 reading using Rhino Reader books and another book that is specifically matched to their phonic level.

	Science Learning Sequence - Animals including Humans:
Humans:
· Sing simple songs about the human body (e.g. Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes) and play games e.g. Simon Says. Link to P.E. warm up games
· Draw around a child to create giant human body and label it. Discuss what each part of the body does. Why do we need it? 
· Label human parts using pictures/words. Create a loose parts body. 
· Compare human bodies to different animal bodies. Do other animals have the same body parts as us? What’s the same or different?
· Make associations from human body parts to senses. Why are our senses so important?
· Eyes are for seeing - play I Spy, explore a range of lenses e.g. binoculars, kaleidoscope, magnifier, colour paddles, go on a senses walk – what can you see? Discuss how some people can’t see (blind). 
· Hands are for touching – feely box, describe different textures, go on a senses walk – what can you feel? Create journey sticks.
· Nose is for smelling - provide number of different scents to guess. Investigate - is our sense of smell better when we can’t see?
· Ears are for hearing - Sound Bingo, senses walk – what can you hear?
· Mouth/tongue are for tasting – crisp investigation. Is our taste better when we can’t smell? See?

Animals:
· What is the same/different about us? Sort us into groups
· Sort a range of animals – play Odd – One – Out and animal top trumps
· Discuss the features of vertebrates – all have a backbone. Sort vertebrates by criteria and name animal groups
· Explore different animals eating. What do animals eat? Do they all eat the same thing? Sort animals into carnivores/herbivores and omnivores
· Discuss what this new vocabulary means
· Links to outdoor learning – explore and answer questions about our local habitat (fields and woodland). What animals live in our local habitat? How can we care for them? Collect and name invertebrates

Seasonal Changes: Summer to Autumn
· Focus on key vocabulary for this area of learning by learning months of year song etc. Use season book ‘Autumn’ to learn about changes.
· Use observational skills to look for signs of Autumn around them.
· Create a class chart to record information from observations of changes the season. Children create a seasons tree which changes through the year as the seasons change.
· Measure temperature and discuss weather. Compare.
· Use videos to further observe changes across the seasons.






Light and Shadows
· Begin to recognise the difference between light and dark (e.g. day and night.) How are they different? What happens at these times?
· Explore – Where does light come from?
· Name and sort different light sources into natural and artificial
· Use our dark cave to test different light sources.
· Explore – is all light the same? Investigate using a light meter App which light source in the classroom emits the most light. Test what happens if they go somewhere dark. 
· Investigate and test different reflective materials – which one can we see in the dark the best and why? Link to road safety.
· Explore shadows and how they are made. Discuss what they have found out and reflect on what they did and how they did it. Explore how can you change a shadows size and shape.
· Learn how the sun moves across the sky and about sunrise/sunset.

	People who help us at school: Studying our local area, reading simple maps, Using geographical vocabulary

	Geography Objectives

· Start to use world maps, atlases and globes
· Begin to use simple compass directions and locational language
· Use aerial photos and plans to recognise landmarks
· Draw simple maps e.g. of the school grounds
· Begin to use basic geographical vocabulary

	 Geography Learning Sequence
· Discuss features of the school, features of the village of Stainton. E.g. shop, pub, school, park
· Provide aerial map of school and the local area of Stainton and discuss what can be seen as a class
· In small groups, using geographical language, study maps of Stainton (street maps /aerial maps) or the school for specific features shown on a Key. 
· Draw and create their own simple map of school and or its grounds.
· Using their map, can they write a set of simple directions for a friend to follow to reach a specific place (e.g. Turn right …it is opposite … quarter turn)
· Road safety! – road safety week!
· Travel to school challenge
· Look at the different types of building and homes in the local area.
· Go on a walk of our local area using a map to follow a set trail. Children will take note of different types of homes and buildings they see as well as key features of the village, such as; post office, church, pub.
· Pay attention to how seasonal change affects the local area.

	History Objectives

· Use artefacts, stories, pictures and online sources to find out about the past
· Ask some questions about the past
· Use a timeline to develop chronological language 
· Develop understanding of changes within living memory
· Use historical vocabulary eg past, long, ago

	History Learning Sequence

· Introduce a class timeline (child key events, teacher key events, what we have studied so far, festivals etc.)
· Provide different images of homes and home related items (e.g. keys, building materials, fixtures) through the ages and order them – oldest to the present (what do you notice / why did you order them this way?)
· Add images of homes to timeline as a class
· Provide pack of historically-valid questions about houses and homes (What are they made of? Who would live there? When was it made? Where might it be?) and answer using evidence 
· Compare images/artefacts from the past to a typical modern building. What do you notice? Which would you rather live in and why?


	Comparing two historically significant figures from the past - Florence Nightingale & Mary Seacole

	History Objectives


· Use artefacts, stories, pictures and online sources to find out about the past
· Be introduced to different representations of the past and discuss similarities and differences
· Ask some questions about the past
· Use a timeline to develop chronological language

· Describe and discuss historical events beyond living memory

	History Learning Sequence
· Using historical vocabulary, order personal events on a timeline (eg. their birth, first time walked, started nursery, started Year 1) 
· Model a class timeline that includes Y1 child’s timeline and add a teacher’s key dates to reinforce understanding of chronology
· Encourage children to use appropriate vocabulary whilst creating this
· Show images of Florence Nightingale and Mary Seacole, share their stories
· Draw out comparisons and similarities between these images (e.g. uniforms, surroundings)
· Can children place significant dates from their stories on the class timeline?
· Choose a figure to look into in more depth
· Use a variety of images, facts and online sources to generate historically-valid questions
· Through discussion of variety of sources, can children find answers to their questions?
· Children present their findings orally to the class, demonstrating understanding of the significance of Florence Nightingale/ Mary Seacole in history 
· Sequence notable events in order to find out more about their life (e.g. birth, education, travel, achievements) · Create a timeline of key events for either figure using dates, pictures and words

· Provide different sized images, some large and some small, and have children practise painting within and on the lines with different sized brushes or explore other mark making materials (e.g. cotton buds, finger tips, feathers, pompoms)
· Recap the three primary colours 
· Mix primary colours to create a secondary colour wheel
· Focus on using red and yellow to create different shades of orange for different gradients of warm tones.
· Explore more gradients of colour mixing primary colours with; blue and yellow/ red and blue
· Create their own impression of Kandinsky’s ‘Colour Study. Squares with Concentric Circles’
· Discuss the final piece, taking note of what they liked/disliked etc.

· Children will also create some poppy themed artwork for remembrance Sunday 

*Collaborative Collage work for classroom displays;
· Sort a range of materials and discuss their properties (crinkly, silver etc.) ·
· Match the materials to various parts of picture (cotton wool for snow)
· Practise cutting, tearing and sticking 
· Create a simple template for collage (where sky/iceberg etc. is)
· Choose materials that are most appropriate for each part of final collage/picture 
· Discuss the final product (e.g. what did they like/find tricky?)

· Explain that they will be creating a replica of their own home, discussing what are important features walls, windows, rooves, chimneys and doors.
· Bring in pictures of their own homes.
· Explore range of materials (e.g. Lego, construction kits, boxes) to create this building – considering how to strengthen it
· Design the simple 3D model
· Build and test the model to see if it matches what we designed and the photos of our real homes. Can we identify different features of one another’s creations?
· EXTENSION – can they use these skills to now make models of places relevant to our people who help us topic; doctors, school, fire station, police station, hospital, library.

	Computing Learning Sequence

· Discuss the word ‘safe’ and what this means
· Create a list of different technology

· Inform of how to seek help/support if worried about anything
· Create a poster on importance of using technology safely

Use a search engine to research locations and to find information about local areas using the internet (Google Maps/Earth)

	Computing Objectives

· Begin to recognise common uses of information technology beyond school

	Computing Learning Sequence

· Discuss different uses of technology outside of school and create a list (e.g. Xbox, mobile, iPads, Kindle, washing machine, remote control)
· Create a display of toys of the technologies that they have within their house
· Create something on computer/tablet as a class
· Connect this to other devices, such as printer, projector, Apple TV etc.
· Discuss the world wide web
· Share search engine with children (e.g. Google)
· Model how this works and how to type appropriately into search function

	Computing Learning Sequence

· Recap language of algorithm and program
· Solve simple problems by following instructions to move objects on screen or devices in the classroom 
· Create a series of instructions to move their peers/toys around a course using simple planning aids (eg a series of cards used to remember and recall the order of instructions) (code)
· Remind them how to use the Bee-bots and operate them with simple code instructions. 
· Talk about how devices need instructions to work and talk about common devices in school and in the home  
· Using coding software, 2Code on Purple Mash
· Use basic algorithms to ‘code’ robots to move where they require.

	Gymnastic Skills / Outdoor learning

	

· Practise basic movements including running, jumping etc.
· Develop balance and agility
· Begin to perform simple gymnastic routines by linking sequences of movements
· Discuss own performances
· Discuss how to improve in different physical activities

	
PE Learning Sequence
· Baseline assessment of movement skills
· Teach and model how to stay safe in the hall and when using the different Gymnastic equipment
· Teach the importance of maintaining our own space through games and activities to develop the children’s awareness of space e.g. space bubbles, traffic lights, beans etc. Practice moving then stopping.
· Teach different ways of travelling – walking, running, walking, skipping, hopping, galloping, side-stepping, walking on tip toes. Focus on breaking down each movement into steps to improve control.
· Teach different range of jumps – straight, split, tuck, star, bunny hop, frog jump and half turn focusing on body position
· Teach different range of rolls – pencil, egg, roll on back and teddy bear roll focusing on control, development of core strength and body placement
· Teach and refine the different ways of balancing. Children to explore the different ways to balance using a range of body parts. Focus on maintaining body position and holding the balance for a short time.
· Model linking sequences of movements to create mini-routines – children to create, plan, practise, perform and evaluate each other’s and own performances. These will build up to include a movement, jump and balance.
· Teach how to mount equipment using alternate feet and to dismount safely using a squashy landing by bending their knees
· Children to explore the different ways of travelling along a bench.
· Teach the Key Steps routines which link a range of skills together.





Outdoor Learning Sequence (see cross-curricular links to Science)
· Senses walk, journey sticks, harvest walk, exploring habitat and mini-beast hunting.
· Autumn walk looking at the different signs of Autumn and using their experiences as the starting point to their Autumn poetry.
· Bonfire Night Safety – discuss how to stay safe with fireworks
· Visits from a range of emergency services, including Fire Service, Police and Mountain Rescue. 
· Children to learn how to stay safe on the fells and the role of the Mountain Rescue and the use of seeker dogs.

	RE

	What do Christians believe God is like?

	RE Objectives

· Identify what a parable is.




· Tell the story of the Lost Son from the Bible simply, and recognise a link with the concept of God as a forgiving Father. 



· Give clear, simple accounts of what the story means to Christians.



 
· Give at least two examples of a way in which Christians show their belief in God as loving and forgiving; for example, by saying sorry; by seeing God as welcoming them back; by forgiving others.
 
· Give an example of how Christians put their beliefs into practice in worship; by saying sorry to God, for example. 


· Think, talk and ask questions about whether they can learn anything from the story for themselves, exploring different ideas.
	RE Learning Sequence
· Introduce the children to the parable of the Lost son through a godly play approach. Teacher to model asking ‘I wonder…’ questions. Children to be supported to write ‘I wonder’ thought bubbles (Rec) or to draw an image of the story and write several ‘I wonder’ thoughts. Read Paper dolls by Julia Donaldson.

· Recap the story of the Lost son. Introduce the concept of parable as having a ‘hidden meaning.’ Share familiar stories with hidden meanings. Children to make hidden message boxes.

· Revise the concept of a parable teaching us that God is loving and forgiving like a parent. Draw inside a person outline to show what parents do to show their love for us. Children to make their own parent and child cut outs (like Paper Dolls) to show love.

· Recap on the parable of the lost son through sequencing. Recap hidden meaning of the parable. Discuss/draw different ways in which Christians might show that they love God.

· Think about when we forgive people. Draw/write examples of forgiveness. Link to prayer and types of prayer.

· Recap on ideas of forgiving and being forgiven. Listen to the fischy music song ‘You can hold on.’  You can hold on - Fischy Music – YouTube. Sing along to the song. Work with an adult to write their own line about forgiveness.















	Incarnation: Why do Christians give gifts at Christmas?  

	RE Objectives
Talk about why gifts are given






Know about the gifts given by the Maji/Wise men.
Talk about the symbolism of gifts at Christmas.
I can make connections between the gifts given at the Nativity and my own experiences





Talk about the importance in the Christmas story.






I can talk about gifts as an expression of love and caring
I can explain how and why myself and others give and receive




	RE Learning Sequence
· Explain that we are going to be thinking about gifts and giving gifts at Christmas. Show the children some brightly wrapped gifts. Which do they like why? How do they feel when they receive a gift? Draw ‘the best gift’. Write down what the best gift is and why.


· Share the Christmas story and focus on the Magi (wise men) Show the three gifts to the children. Ask I wonder questions:      I wonder why the wise men gave these gifts? 
I wonder what each gift represents?
Children to make a crown and write down a gift that they would give to baby Jesus.


· Share the story of Baboushka. Can children order the story of Baboushka? Look at the most important part of the story. Revise the Christmas story and look at the greatest gift: the gift of Jesus. Write a prayer of thanks.


· Look at images of the wise men/Magi. What do they tell us about how important the gifts are? Children to draw their own picture of the wise men with the gifts.
· Talk about gifts that we can’t see but feel e.g. love, friendship, hope. Show the children a special box and explain that is a ‘Box of Hope’. What might be inside? Who might we give this box of hope to and why? Children decorate a box template and draw what they would put inside.
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
