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	Y1 Our Wonderful Wild World - Mini-Beasts
Learning Sequence – Summer 2 2023

	Synopsis: Children will investigate and learn about the amazing variety of Mini-Beasts around them.

In Science, the children will learn about trees. We will identify different deciduous and evergreen trees and will think about how a deciduous tree changes throughout the seasons. We will learn about the season of Summer. 
In History, children will study a significant figure in air travel history – Amy Johnson.
In D&T, children will learn about where food comes from, look at healthy food from around the world.
In Computing, the children will be learning about e-safety. 
In PE, the children will develop their football skills and will learn about attacking and defending.

Science Week – Mini- Beasts 
Science - School Trip to The Lakeland Wildlife Oasis 

Curriculum areas: 
Literacy: In literacy we will explore poems about summer and will then create our own sense poems on the same theme. We will also be using both fiction and non-fiction texts to learn about mini-beasts and will create our own explanation texts.  

Maths: In maths we will be developing our knowledge of number and working with numbers up to 100. We will be learning about positional language and will be covering the measurement units of time and money. 

Phonics: In phonics we will be continuing our journey through level 5 and we will spend some time looking at prefixes and suffixes. We will be following Twinkl Phonics Planning and will be completing booster sessions throughout the week for the Phonics Screening Check WC 12th June. 

Length of theme: 6 weeks.

	We will start this unit as part of our Science Week which is linked to the theme of Mini-beasts. We will explore a range of fiction and non-fiction books to learn all about mini-beasts. We will then watch videos and use power points to develop our knowledge and will then create our own explanation texts linked to mini-beasts. 

In Week 1 we will be: 
· Exploring school grounds using identification cards to name mini-beasts.
· Sorting and classifying mini-beasts.
· Using photos and books to create pastel mini-beast works of art. 
· Labelling minibeasts using diagrams, images and word banks. 
· Writing descriptive sentences about mini-beasts (own choice of mini-beast).

In Week 2 and 3 we will be using the story the Curious Caterpillar as a stimulus to learn all about the life cycle of a butterfly. 
In week 2 we will: 
· Read the Cautious Caterpillar as a class. 
· Children to recount the story using story sequencing. 
· Act out the story using role play masks or story cut outs.
· Talk about the key aspects of a life cycle using the main character.
· Introduce the features of explanation texts.

In Week 3 we will:
· Recap features of an explanation text. 
· Explore the PPT linked to Cody The Curious Caterpillar turning into a butterfly.
· Children will draw the life cycle of a butterfly. 
· Discuss each stage of the lifecycle in partners and as a whole class. 
· Create a draft version of an explanation text – talk about title, subheadings, facts written in order, pictures matching the text etc. 
· Children create a final version of their life cycle.

· Explore a selection of diaries. 
· Investigate features of diaries. 
· Talk about new vocabulary – time connectives. 
· Explore past and present tense when writing. 
· Children draw images to think about events/activities they have taken part in. 
· Class discussions to talk about what activities/events they have been up to. 
· Children then start to think about verbalising a sentence. 
· Children then practise writing sentences each Monday of the new school week. 

Each week children will aim to write a selection of sentences developing their ability to use:
· Finger spaces 
· Full stops 
· Capital letters 
· Reading skills to check work makes sense
· Spelling of CEW
· Using phonics to spell unknown words
· Using a range of punctuation 
· Use adjectives 
· Use a range of conjunctions 

We will also be completing a recount of our summer trip to the Lakeland Wildlife Oasis.

	We will explore a range of summer themed poems, recap the 5 senses from science and then create our own sense poem. 
We will: 
· Read poems as a class. They may include: shape poems, acrostic, rhyming or sense poems. 
· Children reflect on some saying what they liked in particular.
· Children explain their choices with reasons.
· Use artwork to create a summer scene.
· Discuss what is happening in pictures.
· Children use post it notes to write key words around their artwork. 
· Recap the 5 senses. 
· Use each sense to describe what children can see, hear, smell, touch and feel on a summer’s day. 
· Using art and discussion, discuss ideas for sentences.
Teacher to model: 
In summer I smell tasty hotdogs on a hot barbeque. 
In summer I see the beautiful ocean twinkling. 

· Children think about the 5 senses and try and come up with some ideas for their own sense poem. 
· Children write their own sense poems following a simple repetitive pattern.
· Children write up poems neatly.

	Twinkl Phonics Programme 
As a school all children from Nursery to Year 2 follow the Twinkl Phonics Programme. 
This ranges from level 1 – level 6. 
All children in Year 1 are taking part in 4 lessons a week covering level 5 objectives. 

Lessons are structured in the following way. 
· Revisit and review– previous sounds and tricky/common exception words taught 
· Teach –new sounds and tricky/common exception words
· Practise – blend/segment words focusing on new phoneme or words 
· Apply – read and write a caption or sentences focusing on new phonemes taught and tricky/common exception words
· Assess – formatively assess during each session how the children are progressing and adapt planning and teaching accordingly. Summative assessments take place at the end of every half term.

· Count to and across 100, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number

	All year groups follow the Power Maths mastery programme. 
These curriculum objectives are covered in daily lessons through a small step, progressive approach.

	Animals including Humans and Plants (Flowering Plants)

	Science Objectives
· Start to ask and suggest answers to simple scientific questions
· Use first-hand practical experiences to find answers
· Start to observe closely
· Begin to gather and record data simply using pictures and words
- Perform simple tests with support
· Start to discuss what they have found out

Scientific Knowledge

· To name and identify the main parts of a tree
· To describe the basic structure of a tree
· To identify and name a variety of common trees
· To recognise the difference between deciduous and evergreen trees
· To explain what the difference is between deciduous and evergreen trees
· To explain what happens to a deciduous tree within each season

· To explore our natural environment for mini-beasts

· To learn what roles mini-beasts play in sustaining our world.

· Observe changes across the four seasons
· Observe and describe weather associated with the seasons
· Learn how day length varies and how there are more hours of sunlight in Summer
· To learn how to stay safe in the sun
· To explore how shadows are made and what happens to shadows over time



	Science Learning Sequence
Plants (Trees)
· Labelling the parts of a tree using the correct scientific vocabulary.
· Learn about the parts of a tree and what each part does.
· Go on a tree hunt around school using a map and pictures to find, then identify different trees. Use tree ID cards to help them. Discuss the leaf shapes and any seeds the tree may produce. 
· Compare deciduous trees with our evergreen tree (the Scot’s Pine)
· Sorting picture cards of deciduous and evergreen trees
Ask the question – how do trees survive the Winter?
· Watch time-lapse videos of trees over the seasons.
· Discuss what happens to a deciduous tree over the year.
· Draw a deciduous tree across all four seasons and describe changes

Science Week – Mini-Beasts
· Go on a mini-beast hunt and set pitfall traps. Use ID keys to identify what they find.
· Learn about why mini-beasts are so important and how they sustain our world.
· Build a bug hotel thinking carefully about the different materials to use.


Seasonal Changes – Spring to Summer
· Explore current season of Summer (e.g. weather conditions, temperature and signs of seasonal changes) and discuss day length.
· Use observational skills and first-hand experiences to describe the season of Summer and discuss the changes since the Spring. 
· Use videos to observe changes across the seasons.
· Discuss sun safety and explain how the sun can be dangerous. Discuss the different ways that we can protect our eyes and skin.
· Look at the position of the sun and how it makes shadows.
· Discuss how shadows are formed and why. 
· Draw round the shadow of large toy animals and then watch over time to see the shadow move. Discuss why this happens.


	Computing

	Recognise how to stay safe when using online sources.

	Computing Objectives

· Develop an understanding of how to use technology safely
· Know where to go for help/support when they have concerns about content/contact on internet
 

	Computing Learning Sequence

· Discuss the word ‘safe’ and what this means
· Create a list of different technology 
· Discuss how to ensure to use this safely
· Inform of how to seek help/support if worried about anything
· Create a poster on importance of using technology safely


	D&T

	Begin to find out about where food comes from and make some healthy dishes from around the world.

	D&T Objectives

· Begin to understand where food comes from
· Prepare simple dishes using knowledge of healthy food

	D&T Learning Sequence 

· Discuss, draw and record each child’s favourite meal 
· Discuss whether or not this would be the same around the world and what could change this
· Draw on children’s first-hand experiences of travel and differences in cultures 
· Explore and taste a range of different foods around the world  
· Share produce that could create a healthy salad and discuss how best to prepare and use these ingredients (e.g. peel/chop/grate)
· Design their own healthy salad using pictures
· Make their healthy salad and discuss what they liked/disliked 


	History

	Investigate the significance of aviatrix Amy Johnson

	History Objectives

· Use artefacts, stories, pictures and online sources to find out about the past
· Be introduced to different representations of the past and discuss similarities and differences
· Ask some questions about the past
· Use a timeline to develop chronological language 
· Describe significant people from the past
· Describe and discuss historical events beyond living memory
· Develop understanding of changes within living memory
· Develop understanding of local history 
· Use historical vocabulary eg past, long, ago


	History Learning Sequence

· Using historical vocabulary, order personal events on a timeline (e.g. their birth, first time walked, started nursery, started Year 1) 
· Model a class timeline that includes Y1 child’s timeline and add a teacher’s key dates to reinforce understanding of chronology. Encourage children to use appropriate vocabulary whilst creating this
· Share pictures of Amy Johnson and other aviators  
· Use these images to generate historically-valid questions
· Draw out comparisons and similarities between these images 
· Look into the significance of Amy Johnson and her achievements 
· Provide images and facts related 
· Sequence these in order to find out more about her life
· Create a timeline of key events using dates, pictures and words






	PE

	History Learn the skills of attacking and defending through football

	
· Discuss how to improve in different physical activities
· Participate in team games
· Begin to develop simple tactics for attacking and defending
· Practise basic movements including running and kicking


	PE Learning Sequence

· Skill – Model and teach the different football skills of controlling a ball e.g. dribbling, passing, aiming and kicking. Focus on the correct techniques of how to stop and kick a ball using the side of their foot.
· Refine football skills through a range of games, team activities and by using a range of equipment e.g. ladders to develop fast feet. 
· Develop control by dribbling a ball in and out of obstacles. 
· Skill – Teach and explain different tactics for attacking and defending the goal. Rotate players so everyone has a turn at being an attacker or a defender. 
· Play some friendly matches, focusing on good communication and team work.
