	Synopsis: Children study the city environment in contrast to their local rural environment. Focussing on the city of Glasgow because of its rich heritage in industry as well as the influential art inspiration of the Glasgow Boys and Charles Rennie Mackintosh.

In English, we will continue to look at Classic texts. We will focus on different word class revision and build this into our writing. We will also look at Short stories
In Geography we will be carrying out a UK urban study using OS maps, a 6-point compass and grid references
In History, we will be focusing on the UK urban study of Glasgow to learn about the social, economical, cultural and political aspects of history
In Science, we will learn about Living Things and animals including humans.
In Computing, we will Use different software on different devices
In D&T, we will further explore mechanical and Electrical Systems and apply to making games and souvenirs 
In Art, we study key artists from Glasgow and create artwork inspired by their work
In Music, we will develop the ability to create our own rhythm using tuned percussion
