In Science, children will explore light and dark. They will investigate and name different light sources then make shadows.
In History, children will learn about The Gunpowder Plot and sequence the historical events using a timeline.
In Art, children will explore the artist, Van Gogh, and produce their own ‘Starry Night’ artwork.
In Computing, children will be taught how to use Mash Cams to take photos and how to record video and audio. 
In P.E, children will develop their gymnastic skills of travelling, jumping, rolling and balancing. 
Curriculum areas: Literacy, Phonics, Math’s, Science, History, Art, Computing and PE.  
Length of theme: 7 weeks.

Write a poem on a theme using describing couplets. (Bonfire Night Themed) 
· WOW moment – KS1 bonfire at school (Mrs Ghilks and Mrs Bragg) Use senses to discuss what we can hear, smell, see taste (hot chocolate) and touch (marshmallows). Link to science with the senses.
· Teacher to collect photos/words to add to working wall. 
· Watch a selection of videos linked to Bonfire Night (history will be covered in PM activities) reflect using the senses. Share ideas 
· Share a selection of Bonfire themed poems. 
· Perform poems on own and in groups. 
· What do we notice? Introduce adjectives words. 
· Use the same selection of poems to identify adjectives

Write a poem on a theme using rhyming couplets. (Autumn Themed) 
· WOW moment - Go on an autumn walk in the school grounds. Identify signs of autumn on a walk. Link to science through seasonal changes and using the senses. 
· Share a selection of autumn poems. (Rhyming Poems) 
· Perform poems on own and in groups. 
· Use the same selection of poems to identify rhyming couplets. 
· Explore rhyming words from poems and start to come up with own (pairs/TS). 
· Create a selection of rhyming couplets (Don’t need to be linked to autumn). 
· As a class come up with a selection of words related to autumn. 
· Create a rhyming list for each. Work in groups to create rhyming couplets. 
· Teacher work with children to create their own/shared poem about autumn with a selection of rhyming couplets. 
· Develop use of rhyming couplets
· Teacher to model how to use key words and ideas to form complete sentences, orally then in writing
· Encourage children to use their own ideas to create rhyming couplets. 
Proofread and edit writing and make improvements

· Children then create a story mountain with the new character on it. 
· Create and act out the new version of the story using resources and by making puppets. 
· Children draft, edit and write the new class version of the story.

Week 3 
· Children create their own version of the story. 
· Choose a new character to replace Norman the slug. 
· Children create a character description for their new character.
· Write sentences about their new character. 
· Box up the class version of the story and replace with new ideas. 
· Work in small groups and complete task guided by teacher. 
· Children then create their own story map for their own version. 
· Children then start to write the new version of the story. 
· Teacher to break it down into 3 sections depending on planning and based on children abilities. 
· Edit work and amend with any corrections (teacher supported) 
· Children then use a special template to write down their own version of the story. BIG WRITE OPPORTUNITY

· Children plan, draft and re-write their letters to the Jolly Postman. 
· Teacher to write a letter back from the Post Man based on the class letters sent. 
· Children then work on their own to create their own letter to reply. 
· Teacher to model

	Twinkl Phonics Programme 
As a school all children from Nursery to Year 2 follow the Twinkl Phonics Programme. 
This ranges from level 1 – level 6. 
All children in Year 1 are taking part in 4 lessons a week covering both level 3 and 4 objectives. 

Lessons are structured in the following way. 
· Revisit and review– previous sounds and tricky/common exception words taught 
· Teach –new sounds and tricky/common exception words
· Practise – blend/segment words focusing on new phoneme or words 
· Apply – read and write a caption or sentences focusing on new phonemes taught and tricky/common exception words
· Assess – formatively assess during each session how the children are progressing and adapt planning and teaching accordingly. Summative assessments take place at the end of every half term.

	Science Learning Sequence

· Begin to recognise the difference between light and dark (e.g. day and night.) How are they different? What happens at these times?
· Explore - Why is there light and dark? 
· Name and sort different light sources into natural and artificial
· Use our dark cave to test different light sources.
· Investigate using a light meter App which light source in the classroom emits the most light. Test what happens if they go somewhere dark.
· Investigate and test different reflective materials – which one can we see in the dark the best and why? Link to road safety.
· Explore shadows and how they are made. Discuss what they have found out and reflect on what they did and how they did it.
Seasonal Changes: Summer to Autumn
· Focus on key vocabulary for this area of learning by learning months of year song etc. Use season book ‘Autumn’ to learn about changes.
· Use observational skills to look for signs of Autumn around them.
· Create a class chart to record information from observations of changes the season (e.g. four different trees, use leaves to demonstrate changes) · Measure temperature and discuss weather. Compare.
· Use videos to further observe changes across the seasons.


			History

	Ask and answer questions about the historical event of the Gunpowder Plot and use simple sources of information.

	History Objectives

· Use artefacts, stories, pictures and online sources to find out about the past
· Be introduced to different representations of the past and discuss similarities and differences
· Ask some questions about the past
· Use a timeline to develop chronological language 
· Describe and discuss historical events beyond living memory
· Describe significant people from the past
· Develop understanding of local history 
· Use historical vocabulary e.g. past, long, ago

	 History Learning Sequence

· Recap purpose and meaning of a timeline 
· Using historical vocab (e.g. past, long ago), place key dates onto a timeline, using the last class timeline as a reminder (children’s birth dates, teacher’s birth date, monarchs etc.)
· Provide images of the Gunpowder Plot and its conspirators to generate questions about this event (e.g. When did it happen / why did it start?)
· Use stories, videos and appropriate websites for children to find out answers
· Create a separate timeline of events for the Gunpowder Plot (chronology of the days)
· Investigate significance of Guy Fawkes as significant person from the past and explore 
· Use these sources to discuss similarities/differences between life today and life in this period (e.g. focus on housing)


	Art

	Use painting with different brushes to recreate a picture of the fire.

	Art Objectives	

· In painting, use thick and thin brushes to produce lines and shapes
· In painting, mix colours to make secondary colours
· Begin to develop artistic vocabulary e.g. primary colour, secondary colour, line, light and dark
· Discuss their own and others’ work
· Begin to use art and design techniques in using colour, patterns, texture, line, shape, form and space with a range of materials

	Art Learning Sequence

· Introduce the children to Van Gogh and his art ‘ A starry night’ and ‘A starry night over the Rhône’ and observe common themes/colours (e.g. light, dark, stars, trees, water)
· Experiment with using paintbrushes, cotton buds, finger tips to create different sized lines
· Provide different sized images, some large and some small, and have children practise painting within and on the lines with different sized brushes or explore other mark making materials (e.g. cotton buds, finger tips, feathers, pompoms)
· Recap the three primary colours 
· Mix primary colours to create a secondary colour wheel
· Focus on using red and yellow to create different shades of orange for different stars and mixing different shades of blue for the night sky.
· Create their own impression of Van Gogh’s ‘A starry night’
· Discuss the final piece, taking note of what they liked/disliked etc.

	Computing

	Using apps, reading eggs and exploring iPad’s
Purple Mash Cams used to merge pictures with character designs. 
Recording devices to make videos and audio tracks.

	Computing Objectives

· Begin to recognise common uses of information technology beyond school
	Computing Learning Sequence

· Discuss different uses of technology outside of school and create a list (e.g. Xbox, mobile, iPads, Kindle, washing machine, remote control
· Create something on computer/tablet as a class: demonstrate how to use PurpleMash ‘Mashcams’ 
· Connect this to other devices, using photos children have taken on the iPad’s etc. 
· Discuss the world wide web 
· Share search engine with children (e.g. Google) 
· Model how this works and how to type appropriately into search function
· Recap language of algorithm and program
· Solve simple problems by following instructions to move objects on screen or devices in the classroom 

	PE

	

· Practise basic movements including running, jumping etc.
· Develop balance and agility
· Begin to perform simple gymnastic routines by linking sequences of movements
· Discuss own performances
· Discuss how to improve in different physical activities

	PE Learning Sequence
· Teach and model how to stay safe in the hall and when using the different Gymnastic equipment
· Teach how to mount equipment using alternate feet and to dismount safely using a squashy landing by bending their knees
· Continue to teach and refine different ways of travelling – walking, running, walking, skipping, hopping, galloping, side-stepping, walking on tip toes. Focus on breaking down each movement into steps to improve control
· Children to explore the different ways of travelling along a bench.
· Teach different range of jumps – bunny hop, frog jump and half turn focusing on body position
· Continue to teach and refine different range of rolls – pencil, egg, roll on back and teddy bear roll focusing on control, development of core strength and body placement
· Continue to teach and refine the different ways of balancing. Focus on maintaining body position and holding the balance for a short time after a movement.
· Model linking sequences of movements to create mini-routines, including a movement, jump and balance. Children to create, plan, practise, perform and evaluate each other’s and own performances.
· Teach the Key Steps routines which link a range of skills together.
