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	Year 2 Historical Heroes – Learning Sequence 
Autumn 2022

	Synopsis: Children learn about people and key events from the past, finding out information using a range of different sources. 

In English, children learn about the features of diary writing, letter writing and creating acrostic poems.
In Science, children look at materials and their everyday uses and circuits as part of electricity. 
In History, children learn about a range of historical heroes, using a range of sources and looking for similarities and differences between life in the past and present. 
In Geography, children will learn more about the United Kingdom and the four countries/capital cities. 
In Art, children explore different lines and use paint to depict what historical heroes may have seen from their viewpoint. 
In D&T, children research, design and make a house and a lighthouse, using given design criteria.
In Computing, children learn how to stay safe online, in the context of using the Internet to research and present ideas.
In PE, children will explore movement through gymnastics. 
In PSHE, children will learning about ‘Being me in my World’ and ‘Celebrating Difference’. 

Length of theme: 14 weeks


	English

	Write a diary entry from the perspective of a historical hero and people from the past 
Samuel Pepys / Grace Darling 

	English Objectives

· Become increasingly familiar with and retell a wider range of stories
· Draw on a wide range of stories and understand their features

Language & Vocabulary
· Discuss and clarify meanings of new words, making links to known vocabulary
· Use drama, and role play to identify with and explore characters

Plan, Draft, Edit & Evaluate

	English Learning Sequence

· Recap what we know about diaries and how they can often tell us about things that happened in the past
· Share some examples of diaries (real life and fictional) eg Samuel Pepys, Anne Frank, Adrian Mole and read extracts from them – discuss what they tell us about the person who wrote it and the time in which it was written

Samuel Pepys 
· Show children video clips about the events from the Great Fire of London and learn about Samuel Pepys.
· Use role-play and hot seating to take on the role of Samuel Pepys
· Write a diary of events from the view of Samuel Pepys

· Continue with weekly diary writing about their weekend.

Grace Darling 
· Role play key events of the rescue generate ambitious vocabulary with reference to noun phrases, verbs and adverbs
· Create a large timeline of the journey across middle of table and children add their key ideas/words/phrases ready to support them with their diary entry
· Write a diary of events from the view of Grace Darling

· Use of mind mapping, talk partners, whiteboard work to collate ideas to make reference to within writing

· Reading diary entries aloud to class/partners

· Guided Reading and small group literacy based comprehension tasks on historical events 

Autumn/Harvest Acrostic Poem
· Introduce key features of an acrostic poem 
· Focus on use of adjectives

	English Objectives

· Plan/say aloud what they are going to write
· Write down key words/ideas/vocabulary
· Evaluate own writing with teacher/other pupils
· Re-read for sense and check that verbs that indicate time are used correctly, including verbs in the continuous form
· Proofread for errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation

In addition to the above, teachers should apply general spelling rules and guidance, as listed in English Appendix 1 and ensure concepts and skills outlined in English Appendix 2 are also addressed.

	English Learning Sequence

· Share a range of letters/postcards with children – where are they from? Why do we write them? Who do we write them to?
· Look at the key features of letter writing
· Grammar session on functions of sentences: commands, statements, exclamations and questions. Link with using appropriate punctuation for each sentence - question mark, exclamation mark etc
· Children generate a sentence of each form eg What a beautiful view that is! (exclamation) 

Grace Darling 

· Children to write a letter from Grace Darling explaining her heroic rescue 

Letter to Santa 

· Use Dear Santa as a text to show different letter formats and key features 
· 
· Children to write a letter to Santa from the character within the story

· Children to write their own letter to Santa 

· Poetry appreciation through rhyming Christmas texts 


	Maths

	Number Sense / Addition and Subtraction

	Maths Objectives	

· Count in steps of 2, 3 and 5 from 0 and 10s from any number
· Recognise the place value of each digit in a two digit number
· Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations, including the number line 
· Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <,> and = signs
· Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words
· Use place value and number facts to solve problems 

· Recall and use additional and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and derive and use related facts up to 100
· Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including a two digit numbers and 1s, a two-digit number and 10s, a two digit numbers, adding 3 one-digit numbers

· Identify and describe the properties of 2D shapes, including the number of sides, and line symmetry in a vertical line 
· Identify and describe the properties of 3D shapes, including the number of edges, vertices and faces 
· Identfy 2D shapes on the faces of 3D shapes 


	Maths Learning Sequence – Power Maths 

All year groups follow the Power Maths mastery programme.

These curriculum objectives are covered in daily lessons through a small step, progressive approach.

	Examine everyday materials and their different uses with links to their properties eg buoyancy.

	Science Objectives

Working Scientifically
· Ask and raise their own scientific questions
· Use first-hand practical experiences to find answers
· Gather and record data using diagrams, words and charts
· Perform simple tests
· Observe closely
· Discuss what they have found out
· Use simple equipment

Scientific Knowledge
· Identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses
· Find out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, stretching and twisting
	Science Learning Sequence

· Recap children’s understanding of materials and what they are used for
· Focus on properties of each and describe these using scientific language
· Go on a hunt round school to find different materials and identify what their various uses are eg wood for doors, wood for tables
· Challenge children to create a house, allowing them to choose from a range of materials – thinking about what a good/bad material choice would be linked to learning 
· Children generate scientific questions that can be tested eg which materials float 
· Encourage children to manipulate materials by twisting, bending, folding etc.
· Observe and record what they find out and make links to other curriculum areas – creating a house for display

· Ask and raise their own scientific questions

	Science Learning Sequence

· Identify appliances that run on electricity
Think about where we use electricity in school / classroom 
Home learning – where do we use electricity in our home
Group objects by difference, similarity or change 

· Know electrical safety 
List common dangers and discuss how we use electricity safely 

· Recognise the need for a power source and a circuit to make an appliance work 
· Identify both the component and its symbol in a simple circuit
What is a circuit? Explore different circuits 

· Build simple closed circuits – use compnets to create simple circuit 
Use the circuit to light up a bulb to be used in our DT lighthouses 

· Draw a circuit using correct symbols 

	History

	Great Fire of London / Heroic save involving Grace Darling 

	History Objectives

· Describe and understand the significance of historical events beyond living memory (nationally or globally)
· Describe key people from the past who have contributed to national and international achievements and understand their significance
· Place key dates/eras on a timeline to develop chronological language and to identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods 
· Know about local historical events, people and places

· Use a range of artefacts, pictures, stories and online sources to answer historical questions
· Understand different representations of the past by drawing comparisons 
· Ask a wide range of questions about the past using parts of stories and sources
· Use a wider range of historical vocabulary eg decade, century, source

	History Learning Sequence

· Recap what is meant by timeline 
The Monarchy 
· Use Queen’s death to learn about the monarchy and plot leaders on a timetable 
· Using stories and sources, find out about the significance of the Queen and other leaders in the UK

The Great Fire of London 
· Use a range of sources to find out about the events of the great fire of London – sequence on a timeline and write a report
· Take on the role of Samuel Pepys to recall the key events – diary writing 
· London – past and present 
· Look at how houses have changed over time – link to science with materials 

Grace Darling 
· Use a range of sources to find out about the life of Grae Darling and the events of her heroic rescue at the Farne Islands – sequence on a timeline and write a report


	Geography

	Using Maps 

	Geography Objectives

· Name and locate the world’s 7 continents and 5 oceans
· Name, locate and identify the four countries of the UK, their capital cities and the surrounding seas
· Use world maps, atlases and globes
· Develop geographical vocabulary

	 Geography Learning Sequence

· Finding UK on map and locate London the capital city of England linked to History theme on Great Fire of London
· Look at countries in UK on map and label capital cities. Draw flags to represent UK
· Look at London as being a city and compare to Stainton, Bamburgh more urban areas (linked to historical heroes theme)

	Art

	Exploring lines and colour – Paul Klee 
Primary / Secondary and hot/cold colours 

	Art Objectives	

· In painting, use a variety of thick and thin brushes to produce lines and shapes, textures and patterns
· Know about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers

· Use a range of pencils to draw lines of different lengths/thickness and show pattern using dots and lines
· Use correct artistic vocabulary eg tone, tint, shade


· In painting, mix colours to make secondary colours
· Use overlapping shapes to create
· Use and apply art and design techniques in using colour, patterns, texture, line, shape, form and space with a range of materials
· Describe differences and similarities and make links to own work





· In textiles, weave and join materials using stitch 
	Art Learning Sequence

· Introduce lines through Paul Klee – taking a line for a walk
· Children to take a line for a walk and add hot/cold colours
· Experiment with pencils – focusing on new techniques of dotting/hatching to create a certain effect
· Look at shading and turning a 2D shape into a 3D shape (use pumpkin for observational drawing)
· Autumn observational drawings – using different lines/shapes to create affects 


· Look at primary colours – hot/cold colours 
· Create fire scenes by mixing red and yellow to make the secondary colour orange – paint and use of tissue/collage materials 
· Explore a range of paintings of the historical rescue made by Grace Darling. 
· Using cold colours to re-create Grace Darling’s famous rescue through art/DT. Make comparisons between their work and the work of others 


· Create Christmas stockings using felt – stitching 

	D&T

	Research, design and make a house from 1666
Research, design and make a lighthouse / collage of Grace Darling’s rescue inspired by the work of artists 
Phunky Food – Autumn Soup and Christmas Cake

	D&T Objectives

· Design products for others and themselves that are purposeful, functional and appealing
· Build structures, exploring ways to stiffen, stabilise and strength. 
· Select from and use a wide range of materials and components according to their characteristics
· Select from and use a wide range of tools and equipment to perform practical tasks
· Evaluate own ideas and designs against given design criteria



· Use basic principles of a healthy and varied diet to prepare dishes 
· Understand where food comes from 





	D&T Learning Sequence 

· Research into what houses were made from in 1666 during the Great Fire of London
· Create 3D house based on this research 
· Test strength and ability to stand freely 

· Use 2D outline of house to cut and fold correctly to make a 3D house for Great Fire of London Display 

· Select from a wide range of materials and components to solve the problem of creating a lighthouse – suitability of materials 

· Create own lighthouse based on experimentation with materials and components
· Evaluate effectiveness of their lighthouse – was it fit for purpose? 


· Create a Phunky Food Autumn soup – use eat well plate to discuss a balanced diet 
· Discuss where the ingredients have come from 
· Match foods to the different food groups on the eat well plate

· Create a Christmas Cake and ice 


	Computing

	Learn how to stay safe online, in the context of using the Internet to research.

	Computing Objectives

· Use technology safely and respectfully keeping personal information private
· Identify where to go for help/support when concerned about content/contact on internet








· Understand what algorithms are 
· Understand that programmes execute by following precise and unambiguous instructions 

· Recognise common uses of information technology beyond school 
· Use technology purposefully to create, store, retrieve, organise and manipulate digital content. 

	Computing Learning Sequence

· During whole class discussion, explain importance of not sharing with friends/strangers any personal information or passwords
· Discuss which devices the children use and what they use them for eg laptop, smart phone, tablet, X-Box
· Recap on Kidsafe from previous year – bring KS into circle time
· Sort between incidents that happen online that need reporting / do not need reporting (eg Someone tried to talk to me, something popped up on my screen without me doing anything, I saw a mean comment)
· Create class rules for safely using material online. Include length of time, positive comments, reporting concerns etc.


· Using BeeBots to navigate around the world – taking Santa to the North Pole 

· Use of the internet to search safely about historical heroes and past events – Great Fire of London, Guy Fawkes, famous rescue of Grace Darling

· Using purple mash to create Christmas pictures
