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	Year 3 Invaders and Settlers – The Vikings Learning Sequence
Autumn 2022

	Synopsis: Children develop their knowledge of the Viking invasion and settlement in Britain. Other than History, children acquire and practise skills in Art and D&T, making a model long ship, and in Geography, understanding the location and extent of the Vikings’ homelands and countries they invaded.

In English, children learn about instruction writing. They write a set of instructions to capture a dragon. As a whole class, they read ‘How to Train your Dragon’ by Cressida Cowell and learn to write their own adventure story. Two units of poetry are taught in the autumn term. 
In Maths, children learn place value, addition and subtraction, and multiplication and division. 
In Science, children look at Animals including humans and Rocks. 
In History, children learn about the Viking invasion and settlement in Britain.
In Art, children use pencils to draw rocks and fossils, and printing to create some Viking-inspired art. 
In D&T, children build a model Viking longship
In Computing, children learn about online safety and searching the internet safely to research the Vikings. 
In Music, children use learn about rhythm and beat in a related English poetry unit, and sing and perform in the Christmas production.
In PE, children go to the leisure centre to have swimming lessons. 
In PSHE, children take part in Jigsaw lessons on the theme of ‘Being Me in my World’ and ‘Celebrating differences.
