	Synopsis: 
Children will find out about the life, achievements and legacy of the Ancient Greeks. Through their investigations they find out about the city states of Athens and Sparta, everyday life, beliefs, culture, and through Greek mythology, some of the key events and individuals from this period.  

In English, we will be exploring and writing our own myths. We will also be exploring different forms of poetry
In History, we will learn about Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world
In D&T, we will research, plan, design and make a labyrinth
In PE, we will be mastering in netball and Gymnastics
In Computing, children will use coding to simulate a physical system
In Science, we will further their understanding of states of Matter and, Properties and Changes of Materials
In Art, children will Collage, using paper skills to build a 3D form, combine visual and tactile qualities. In printing, they will layer colours
In Music, we will be listening to a range of different musical interpretations and singing songs.
