In 2017/2018
· Eligible children in KS2 were not making expected progress in reading and writing 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Eligible children were making expected levels of progress in maths 
· All pupil premium children were behind their peers and were working towards end of year expected levels across the core areas of their learning 
Evaluation of progress through target tracker demonstrated that we should: 

· Continue with small reading interventions and daily guided reading across whole school
· Invite parent helpers to come into school to read with children 1-1 on a regular basis
· Have more bespoke withdrawal interventions – more communication needed for support staff to talk with class teachers. PPA for support staff to be changed to a Monday am during assembly for staff to be able to communicate
· Well-being to provide children with the necessary skills to verbalise their emotions rather than use actions and un-kind words
· Emotional withdrawal sessions (1:1) 
· CPD – use of behaviour management (training for support staff) Jan 2018
· INSET – Ed Psychologist (Dyslexia, Emotional Support and Behaviour) March 2018
· Children were not confident with cooking and baking so Phunky Food representatives for school have been chosen and working alongside a member of staff who is the Phunky food representative to grow fresh produce to use in school 
· Trip – support for planting trees and visiting outdoor local areas
