In 2015/16
· Children in FSU were working below the expected standard for their age in writing 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Eligible children in Year 2 were working below the expected standard for their age in their reading, writing and spelling
· There were no children eligible in Year 6
· Children across the school had a writing age which was below the expected standard for their age 

Evaluation of progress demonstrated that we should: 
· Raise staff awareness of using target tracker to monitor and assess progress of children who have a PPG
· SENCO to monitor children’s progress using the new school tracking system 
· Continue to provide additional support to enable eligible children to access the curriculum alongside their peers 
· Continue to target eligible pupils with additional support to develop and consolidate phonic knowledge 
· Continue to provide 1:1 intervention packages in Reading, phonics and spelling, giving priority to children in receipt of Pupil Premium 
· Review intervention programmes to ensure they meet the needs and expectations of the current curriculum 
· Use of support staff within classrooms to support teaching and learning 
· Provide ‘reading buddy’ support following intensive Reading Intervention packages
· Build up resources to continue to promote Reading for Pleasure for all children 
· Promote speaking and thinking skills with all children in Early Years and Key Stage 1 
· Develop an intensive Speech and Language intervention programme 
· Continue to build staff capacity for delivering intensive programmes e.g Reading Intervention, SULP, intensive phonics support, Maths Recovery, Speech and Language Development 
· Continue to build staff capacity to support children with social, emotional and mental health need
