Make a paper aeroplane and take measurements of how far you can throw it. Measure it in metres e.g. 3.45m, using a tape measure. Then record how far your family members can throw the same aeroplane.  Convert your measurements to centimetres by multiplying by 100 (bigger unit of measure to smaller- multiply).
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Order the distances in ascending order(shortest to longest).
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
