	Key Bible stories – The Widow’s Mite and the Good Samaritan

The Good Samaritan Activity Ideas
-Begin with a hidden message in a special box or around the classroom. Children retrieve the messages with the knowledge that often there are hidden messages in stories that we need to find and learn from. Introduce how Jesus told stories like this – parables.
-Read a version of the Good Samaritan and dress children up to rein act, dramatise or watch a clip such as the ‘Good Samaritan Lego animation’ from Youtube or a similar animation from Godtube. Compare the traditional to the modern day clip of’ The man who helps a homeless man finding food in the bin’ from Godtube. Explore the feelings from the class in response to this clip.  
-Set up a range of similar scenarios for the children to respond to. What would they do as the Good Samaritan in an ideal world? 
-Invite the children to draw out what they remember of the story on a large white bedding sheet in washable pens and ask small groups to act out using the images, path, temple etc
-Respond to story in heart shape for – what the characters felt, thought bubble for what they were thinking and speech bubble for what they might say. Use for all characters.
-Explore poem/verse versions of the story.
-Do Conscience Alley for the Good Samaritan and the other characters who walked by. A line of Positive conscience whisperers and a line of negative conscience whisperers to whisper to the Characters as they walk through the alley of children.
-What would a Good Samaritan have in his bag? Draw and label items/feeling in his bag with description of what he would use each for.
-Create Compassion rolls. Fill a wrapped/decorated loo roll with items/images to show compassion for others; hugs, holding hands, offering hands, praying hands, bandages, love heart, food, water etc. Share their Compassion rolls with others explaining why they chose the things they did.  
-Children create small group parable boxes and put together a selection of items to retell the story to another class or group of children. Physical objects, drawings, puppets.
-Hot-seat characters and record /write recounts from different perspectives. 
-Newspaper headline with a ‘photo’ shot from the story. 
-Helping hands - cut out hands and write on them good things to do with hands.
-Show children the words: father, friend, and helper. How were these views of God demonstrated in the story?
-Look at the work of The Samaritans www.samaritans.org www.samaritans-purse.org.uk 
-Spidergram ideas for why the Samaritan stopped and why the others did not.
- Love thy neighbour. What does this really mean? Mind map ideas for why people may not be accepted initially/prejudiced/treated unfairly and what they should do according to the message in this story.
I wonder… 
What was the Good Samaritan feeling/thinking? What made him respond to the needs of the man? Why did the other characters not respond? What were they thinking? Do I reach out to others when in need? How? If the Good Samaritan could have been a lady, child, elderly person? What might have happened if he refused help? What if the others were too scared to take action themselves what else could they have done? What if I saw someone in need? Why did the priest walk by if he follows Jesus teachings?


The Widow’s Mite Activity Ideas
-The teaching guidance from The Liverpool Diocese is a brilliant resource.
-Make a purse holding two mites bearing the main message from the story in their own words.
- Compare The bible passage story with the idea of The Secret Millionaire TV programme.
-Create a class game using floor tiles or hoops/quoits, based on the three givers; Flamboyant, reluctant and widow for 3 children to act as the board pieces, others to choose numbers to roll large dice and think of forfeits for the characters to help them think about how to be better, stop on question cards for the audience to question the characters feelings, thoughts and actions. Stop on action cards to make the not so good givers move back but help the widow win by giving her support and praise to move on spaces.
-Compare images in art and recreate the one that speaks to them explaining why.
- Create scene in the temple in classroom by moving furniture and act out the story.
- If you had to interview the characters what would you ask?
- ‘God Loves a cheerful giver’. Discuss the message. When have you been a flamboyant, reluctant, cheerful giver?
- Write a letter of advice to the characters.
- Create a gift to bring delight to others and explain their motivation behind the idea.
-Draw each character and describe their reaction to them initially and after thinking about what Jesus told the disciples.
- Create a feelings map for each character throughout the story.
- Think about Service and how we give to charity, church etc. What could we do to give to others? Class project such as make sewn purses to sell at Christmas Fayre or school event to raise money for chosen charity.

Use giving and receiving as main theme to explore. 

Use a selection of attractively wrapped boxes to explore what it feels like to give and what it feels like to receive a gift. Children choose gift boxes; Why did you choose that one? 
Explore who gives gifts, when we give gifts and why we give gifts.
How do we choose a gift for someone special? What makes a gift special?
Organise a ‘precious things day’ when each child can bring a gift which is precious to them to share and discuss.
What makes the best gift? Is the biggest / most expensive gift always the best gift? Lead children away from material gifts to abstract ideas about giving of ourselves –home-made gifts, time to help others, make others happy etc.

Read the Nativity Story
Focus on Matthew Chapter 2 verses 1-12 relating to the Magi.
Sensory experience of frankincense and myrrh.
Focus on the possible symbolism of the gifts from the Magi to the baby e.g. Gold to represent kingship, Frankincense to represent worship, Myrrh to represent suffering. Why were these gifts carefully chosen and given? 
Explore how the gifts from the Magi relate to our Christmas tradition of giving gifts.

Explore celebratory hymns about the gifts given at Christmas e.g. We Three Kings, Riding Out, Away in a Manger.

Explore one of the tales of Baboushka, Papa Panov or Saint Nicholas. Discuss values and priorities, reflect on gifts and giving.

Write A Christmas Prayer of Thanks.

Explore the baby Jesus as God’s gift to the world. Why do Christians believe this is the greatest Christmas gift of all?

Explore a variety of Christmas art featuring the magi on Christmas cards or on art work titled ‘The Adoration of the Magi’ by artists such as Fra Angelico, Filippino Lippi, Leonardo Davinci, Sandro Botticelli, Giotto, Albrecht Durer, PP Rubens. What do you think these pictures show us about gifts and giving? What do you think the people are saying / thinking? What do you think is the most important part of the picture? What makes the image look special? What do you think is the most precious gift in the picture?

Support the local Shoebox Charity ‘Boxes of Hope’.

Why is it important for us as a Church school to be involved in sending ‘Boxes of Hope’
Make a class ‘Box of Hope’. Discuss items we include and suggest why they would be good things to send.
Why do the children think the boxes are called Boxes of Hope? 
Can we hold all the gifts we are sending? Discuss gifts in relation to Christian values of hope, friendship, and compassion e.g. helping someone I need. 
Look at what the bible says about giving to those in need; ‘Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have for such sacrifices are pleasing to God’ Hebrews 13:16

Retell Christmas story from the angels point of view or the kings/shepherds/Mary/Joseph

Look at the roles of the angels throughout the story; changing peoples lives with their messages, bringing message of baby to Mary, Josephs dream, warning for Joseph to go to Egypt

Make hanging angels and attach with messages that the angels brought or angels Christmas cards bearing messages.

If you were an angel how would you; tell Mary about her baby? The shepherds where to go? 

Explore how the messages angels brought are similar to the messages that some Christians bring today. Create a poster showing the messages angels brought to those on earth. 

Explore the role of the angel Gabriel and write a job specification for his important job.
Write a birth announcement for themselves and/or Jesus.

Pull an angel figure out of a bag and children ask the angel a question. Try to move past literal questions and draw out more philosophical enquiry such as; Do you know you are an angel? Do you know how important you are in the Christmas story? Why did you tell the shepherds first? Why do you think the shepherds were afraid of you? Write about… If I met an angel I would……

Recreate art by Giotto of angels
Look at Madonna and Child with Two Angels Artist: Tiziano Vecellio Titian showing Mary with Jesus and two angels. Create speech/thought/emotions bubbles for each character.
Compare with other nativity art such as Mystic Nativity, by Botticelli, Bebe (The Nativity) by Paul Gauguin, or more modern art like Pen Cayetano’s Silent Night from 1999

Look at Sistine Madonna, Angels by the Italian artist Raphael. If these angels were looking down on the nativity scene what would they be thinking?


Investigate one of the following; Baboushka, Papa Panov, St Francis, St Nicholas as message bringers and gift givers. Peace on Earth – What does Peace on Earth mean? Draw and label your idea of a peaceful world
Love – Who displayed love in the story and how?
Hope – Jesus brought message of hope, reflect upon how we bring hope to others, joy, love, who? How? When? Why? Who gives us hope, love, joy? Draw and describe/label
Joy – Explore the emotions of Mary when Jesus was born. Write a diary entry as Mary or another key character
Godly Play – The Nativity – use the Godly Play principles to focus on the role of the angels in the story of Christmas and the messages they brought
Sequence the events of the nativity.

Explore Christmas carols which refer to angels and create art to reflect these.e.g. Hark the Herald Angels sing, It’s Christmas day, All through the night, While Shepherds watched, O Little Town, Joy to the world, are some examples.

Describe the scene at the manger using bible quotes as inspiration such as Luke 2:12 “and this will be a sign for you, you will find a baby wrapped in swaddling cloth and lying in a manger”
Matthew 2:10 “and when they saw the star, they rejoiced exceedingly with great joy”.
Read the passage from the bible Luke2: 8-20 when the angels appeared to the shepherds. Recreate the scene on a large white sheet with children drawing details in washable pens on the sheet, writing main messages and the shepherds emotions/reactions.

Interview people from school as to what is the most important message of the Christmas story to them. Create a display from their responses.

I wonder… Why the angels were chosen to bring the messages? Why Jesus was born God’s son? Why it took so long for the kings to reach him? Why he was born in a stable? What was the most important message the angels brought?

	Activity Ideas
Talk about belonging e.g. to a family, friendship group, class, clubs. How do we become part of these groups? What do we share with people in these groups? Rules, uniform, ceremony, badges, shared interests and beliefs etc. Discuss how we all belong to God’s family. Make a ‘God’s Family collage of people from all around the world; use drawings, photographs and pictures from magazines, include pictures of the children. 
Sing ‘He’s Got the Whole World in his Hands’.

How do we feel when we belong to something? How does it feel to be left out?
How do we join the Church? Baptism. Who has been baptised? Discuss children’s experiences of attending baptism services and celebrations. 
Make a collection of baptism photos and artefacts e.g. robes, cards, candles, Bibles, cake, gifts. 

Experience a re-enactment of a baptism service in Church. Ask the vicar to re-enact the service using a doll, children as parents, Godparents, members of the child’s family and Church the congregation. 
Discuss the objects involved e.g. font, water, shell, Bible, Christening robe etc.

Explore the many uses of water.
Sensory experiences of water; run hands through water, listen to water poured etc. Discuss pictures and video clips of water in different moods. Why is water important to us? What do we use water for? 
Explore the use of water as a symbol of baptism. Discuss how John the Baptist used water as a symbol of washing away all the bad things and starting again all clean. 
Discuss how baptism can be in a range of places with water; river, sea, swimming pool, church font.

Discuss the important roles and commitments made by parents and Godparents in an infant baptism. Think about the promises made and look in detail at the words spoken by the adults within the baptism service and what this means for the child’s future upbringing / life.
‘Will you bring up your child as a Christian?’ ‘With God’s help we will’ 
‘I baptise you in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit’

Discuss and compare infant baptism to an adult baptism – what is the same and what is different?

Read or tell the story of the baptism of Jesus. Mark1 v4-11. 
Act it out. Freeze frame the action at key points to allow discussion about what is going on. What are the key characters and bystanders thinking or what might they be saying? 
Explore why baptism was a special moment for Jesus. 
Discuss Jesus telling his disciples to get baptized and then ‘Go and make disciples of all nations baptizing them in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit’. Matthew 28:19

Explore art – ‘Baptism of Christ’ by Greg Olsen. ‘The Baptism of Jesus’ by Jeff Haynie, ‘Baptism of Christ’ by Daniel Bonnell.

	Show pictures of current leaders in different walks of life that may be familiar to the children e.g.
From: sport, music, film, kings and queens, book characters
In small groups ask the children what they know about these leaders and then sort the pictures into an order of importance. Write words to describe each person.
Compare with other groups and then make a list of qualities that the class decide upon as important for a leader
 Make a graph/pie chart to show the results
Ask children to write a sentence to explain which is the most important quality and why
Tell the story of Moses leading the people out of Egypt to the Red Sea.  Why did the people of Israel follow and trust him?
Act out the story, using outside the classroom for the journey if this is possible
Use a Venn diagram to write in the things that were different about Moses and the Pharaoh as leaders and the similarities
Look at job adverts from a local paper and highlight the qualities required. Children then make up own advert for a leader to take others on an expedition to an unknown place. What kinds of words would they use?  Recap the words used to describe Moses as a leader.
Discuss some of the stories children have heard about Jesus – what qualities does he have? Create a wall of words to describe him.
In pairs children complete the statement ‘Jesus was a good leader because.....’. Make a classroom display of these statements
Watch the video of the baptism and temptations of Jesus – what kind of qualities does Jesus show?  Draw a picture which illustrates part of the story and in thought bubbles write the word/s you think show these qualities
Read 3 passages/stories from the Bible about the life of Jesus from the Lion Storyteller Bible e.g. The Marvellous Picnic, (feeding of the 5000). The Storm on the Lake, Jesus and the Taxman (Zacchaeus). Children create a piece of art work which shows how Jesus showed his leadership qualities in his actions action
Alternatively, you may wish to focus on a leader from a different faith e.g. Islam. The story of the woman at the gates of Makkah or The prophet Muhammad and the thirsty camel are good examples

Crucifixion

Discuss Good Friday and why is it a good day for Christians? 

Resurrection and ascension
Make an Easter garden to show the empty tomb and signs of new life.
Listen to a range of Easter songs/hymns/poems such as I danced in the morning…
Watch a clip of and Easter day Service or interview the vicar or member of the church community about the service. 

Experience Easter. Stations set up giving opportunities for children to engage with the different aspects of Easter.

Colours associated with Easter – new life, colours of the church seasons. Lent, the period leading up to Easter Sunday – purple. Gold and white for celebrations, resurrection Easter Sunday.
How are these colours reflected in Christian churches. Visit the Church to look at how and where these colours are used and shown.

Explore the symbolism related to Easter eggs; include chocolate eggs and traditions in other countries/cultures.

	Key Bible stories;, The Easter Story; The Last Supper, Good Friday, Palm Sunday, The Crucifixion, Mary discovers the empty tomb, CHECK THESE

The Tale of the Three Trees by Angela Elwell Hunt. How did the final tree feel about his role?
Read the book Easter Angels by Bob Hartman
Look at the art work by Christopher Gosey – Palm Sunday. Children to write speech/thought bubbles for the boys looking at the scene and/or for the characters in the scene.
The Eucharist symbols – Bread and wine. Explore other symbols of Easter such as empty tomb, crosses, chalice, palm leaves, 

Look at the role of the chalice in the Easter story as a symbol of forgiveness.

Act out the crowd when Jesus rode into Jerusalem thinking about how the doubters and supporters respond. How did the supporters show their love of Jesus? 
Make a palm leaf decorated with words meaning forgiveness.

Create class wall frieze of the crowd during Palm Sunday with palms, people, emotions, speech, thoughts etc
Conscience Alley – for Peter, Judas, Jesus when thinking about forgiving those, 

The last supper – discuss that Jesus was a Jew and that he was enjoying the Jewish Passover. Jesus left the bread and wine of a token of his love for us. How can we show others we love them? Design a gift for someone to show them you love them.

Read the Remember poem by Rossetti. Children write their own versions or take the words ‘Remember me’ as Jesus said at the last supper and use them to create a chalice.

Children could act out washing of feet and think about what message Jesus was giving his disciples. Put thought bubbles on a picture of the scene. 
What could we do for others to show them we love them? Write an ‘I Promise to…’ list, letter or card to parent or someone who looks after them.
Create class ‘feet’ art with word on that show how Jesus/God demonstrates love in the story.

Map a timeline of emotions throughout the Easter Story for different characters
Create a timeline of instances when characters showed Love and Forgiveness
Write elements of the story from the points of view of the characters.
Forgiveness of Peter and Judas. Write a message of forgiveness from Jesus to these characters.
Write a notecard to Jesus as Judas or Peter

Make Easter eggs to hang on a forgiveness tree with messages to ask for forgiveness.
Paint stones of main characters and words.
Hot-seating or creating interviews for characters
Make and write prayer crosses about forgiveness.

	Activity Ideas
What is Prayer? Talk about prayer as a way to talk to / communicate with God using drawings, photographs and art work showing representations of prayer. Talk about how people talk to God as a friend and can do so about anything, anytime and anywhere. Speech bubbles ‘What would you like to say to God?’

Learn ‘The Lord’s Prayer‘. Talk about Jesus use of prayer – often in a solitary place and for long periods of time when times were difficult. Learn ‘The Lord’s Prayer‘. And discuss how this prayer was Jesus’ perfect model for prayer. Learn the Lord’s Prayer through sign language.

Why do people pray? 
Talk about prayer as…
An expression of faith and trust in God. 
Saying sorry prayers. Discuss or draw things we may do wrong and explore how God forgives us. 
A way to give praise for all God provides. Learn some prayers of praise including prayers which are sung. 
A way to give thanks to God for all He provides. Write prayers of thanksgiving.
A request for help for ourselves or others. Ask the vicar to come in and explain how people request prayers for loved ones and how those prayers are offered in morning prayer meetings. The children may then ask for and join in with prayers for loved ones.

Introduce the teaspoon prayer; thanks, sorry, prayer for others and create a display of these.
Discuss how God may answer our prayers – what is the same and what is different about the things we think we need and the things God may think we only want?

How do Christian’s pray? 
Explore different methods of prayer:
Communal / solitary prayer.
Praying aloud / silently. 
Prayer using sensory stimulus. Such as prayer spaces, fizzy forgiveness, 
Prayer through expressive arts such as singing, dance, drama.

Explore art as a way to communicate with God. Look at a prayer related painting in silence. Identify part of the painting which interests or inspires you. What do you think the people in the picture are doing / thinking / feeling?  What does the picture make you think / feel? If you want to offer your own prayer to God. Offer a range of art medium for children to create their own works of art to inspire prayer.

Offer opportunities to experience prayer. Set up a prayer space in the classroom. In groups create their own place to pray from physical resources, fabrics etc
Interview a range of adults in school about where they pray.
When do Christians pray?. What is the difference between prayers at Christmas, harvest, baptism, Easter…
How do people of other faiths pray? 
Make comparisons and connections between prayers across faiths – i.e. all talk to God in similar ways.
Judaism: Discuss how Jewish people give thanks to God many times a day. Look at some short Jewish Blessings or ‘Thank you’ prayers beginning with the phrase ‘You are blessed, O Lord our God, king of the universe, who…’ Make connections between Christian Blessings and ‘Thank you’ prayers and write our own ‘Thank you’ prayers.
Muslim Prayer: Wudu, washing as preparation for prayer. How do Christian’s prepare for prayer?

Use Persona dolls to explore prayer in different religions.
Go on a ‘Prayer Trail’ explore different areas around school and outdoors to decide whether they are suitable places for prayer e.g. are they too noisy, too bright, too busy…

	Activity Ideas
Allah – Discuss how the Arabic word Allah is whispered (Adhan) to a new baby and shouted from the mosque tower/minaret. Which words do we shout or whisper? Why? Play a whisper and shout game.
Listen to the song words of God is the Creator at www.youtube.com/watch?v=R9aj6I9JF2w (or similar) and discuss what the words tell you about the believes of Muslims about Allah

Children must understand that Religious figures in Islam should never be drawn but the Qur’an is in Arabic and they could try out Arabic writing. Design a Qur’an stand with symbols of prayer incorporated. Discover how the Qur’an words were whispered to Muhammad and he wrote them down. What words of advice do they remember and what they have learned from them?

Qur’an - Explore the Muslim story; Try, try and try, again where the king learns from an ant not to lose courage. The Qur'an teaches: 
"And that there is nothing for man except what he tried,
His efforts shall be seen. And rewarded to fullest extent." (Sura An-Najm 53:39-41)
Using their knowledge of what is in the bible what would they expect to find in the Qur’an? Write ideas on Qur’an outline for display. Explore My First Qur’an and a traditional Qur’an to compare and find out.
Map the emotions of the characters in the story of The Crying Camel.  What have we learned from this about what Muslims believe and what Christians believe? Draw out importance of kindness to Muslims and Christians.

Prophets – Explore the life of Muhammad(pbuh)
Dramatise the story of the Prophet Ibrahim. How were the crowd feeling? Write speech, thought and feelings bubbles for the characters during the fire. How does this link to events from the bible? Discuss miracles and trust in their God.
Share the story of The Emperor and the Seed. What do Muslims learn from this story? Draw out truthfulness and make links to the story from the bible about Jacob tending the sheep and Commandment number eight and nine say, "You shall not steal. You shall not give false testimony against your neighbour" (Exodus 20:15-16, NIV).

The Prophet taught, "Truthfulness leads to righteousness, and righteousness leads to Paradise. And a man keeps on telling the truth until he becomes a truthful person. Falsehood leads to Al-Fajur (i.e. wickedness, evil-doing), and Al-Fajur (wickedness) leads to the (Hell) Fire, and a man may keep on telling lies till he is written before Allah, a liar." [Sahih al-Bukhari, Vol. 8:116]

Mosque – In small groups create a 3D model mosque and children fill with artefacts used in prayer. Then add words related to how it feels inside the mosque. When do you feel these things? What happens in each part of the mosque?

5 pillars of Islam – Belief, prayer, giving, fasting and pilgrimage 
There are eight quotations (in Lat Blaylock’s activity) about
each of the Five Pillars of Islam. These could be edited for Y2 children
The Five Pillars of Islam are not all of equal significance. Belief in Allah and the Prophets comes first.
• believe every moment
• pray five times daily
• give when you do your accounts
• fast for a month out of the year
• travel to Makkah once in a lifetime if you can.
Unpick what each of these statements means to them and create a collage of the pillars filling each column with related words, phrases, actions, ambitions etc.
Compare to Christian 10 Commandments – Can they write their own rules for living?

Prayer – Explore clips of Wudu/Salah. Act out in class grouped into boys and girls. Share articles of Islam; prayer beads, mats, compass, etc. How does the prayer routine structure a Muslims day compared to Christian pray ambitions/routines? Create a flow chart of images of prayer times and practices.

Festivals – Explore festival of fasting – Ramadan from child’s point of view. Hot seat teacher as Muslim child during this period. Write an interview for a Muslim child about the feelings around this time of year. Compare festivals of  Eid-ul-Fitr and Eid-ul-Adha, what do Muslims do in preparation for these and why? Compare to Lent.

Hajj/Makkah/Kaa’ba – Why is pilgrimage important to Muslims? Look at images of the sights at Mecca/ the Kaa’ba during Hajj and fill thought bubbles with how the travellers are feeling during the pilgrimage and when they arrive there. Act out the journey and arrival. Compare to a special journey that they have made.


I wonder… Which is the most demanding of the Five Pillars? Why? How does my expression of faith compare to Muslims? How pray structures a Muslims day? Why Allah cannot be drawn? How people feel during Hajj? What it feels like to fast?

Show ch pictures of different people in club/work uniforms or wearing religious symbols. Can they spot the odd one out? What do the people belong to? What do we belong to? 
Create a belonging badge/shield to represent who they are and what they belong to; family, church, mosque, Rainbows, Cubs, football team…

How do we know that people belong to a religion/faith?
Show range of Christian and Non-Christians to raise discussion about not being able to tell some ones faith by looking at them but reveal clues such as; could be wearing a cross necklace, clerical collar, speech bubbles saying that they pray a certain way, thought bubbles revealing their special places etc and children identify the religions from the clues with focus on Christianity.
Give groups of children images of different Christian and non-Christian symbols for them to sort to match the Christian they have found from the previous discussion. 

Own Special places:
Show images of special places in local town; shops, swimming pool, football ground… 
I wonder if any of them are special to you?  Why?  Is there some where you prefer to be alone, think, reflect, run too when upset, celebrate?  Some where you prefer it to be crowded for the right atmosphere?
Show picture of teacher’s special place and explain why it is special to you.
I wonder if you have a special place where you always feel welcome?  Is it indoors or outdoors?  In your garden or bedroom? In your home or elsewhere? Talk partners/trios -What makes it special? 
Discuss: When do you use your special place?  Do you always want to be by yourself in it or do you invite others to share it?  Do you have rules about your special place?  If it is your bedroom, do you want it touched even though it is untidy?  Have you had to give it up temporarily? How did that feel? (e.g. visitors staying over)

Draw and label their special place or create it in a shoe/cereal box. Create a set of rules for how to use your special place.

Match up special buildings of worship with the religion it has strong meaning to e.g. Synagogue-Jewish, Mosque-Muslims, 
Which place of worship do Christians go to? What are they called?  Do you know the name of any near here?  Have you been inside?  How does it feel?  Does anyone go regularly?  
Write a comparison of two special places of worship.

Churches
Visit local church and find all the special Christian items inside and out.
Do churches all look the same?  They may look different in different towns and countries.  Show pictures of different churches around the world.   What questions have you got about these churches? Create list of questions children may have.
WHAT IS A CHURCH?
Why is it special to Christians? What goes on inside a church? What have they been part of in a church? Special celebration? Happy/sad event. They are special places where things are kept which help Christians worship by reminding them of God.

What do Christians do in church?
Watch the youtube clip where children describe what they do in church. Draw multi-cultural Christianity.
Watch clips of prayer, special events in church, a sermon, Christening etc and write reflectively about what they see.

Compare their own school Collective Worship with how this is similar/different to a cooperate worship in a church.

Children draw a church and spider gram web labels to say what a church is – e.g. a place to worship, to be closer to God, to share with others, to be quiet, to think, to pray, to sing, to laugh, to celebrate, to cry, to read about Jesus life, to learn what God wants us to be like, 
Churches are described as the ‘House of God’ and ‘House of the family of God’.  Draw comparisons with children’s own home through visual clues (altar = table; font = sink; pews = chairs/sofa; bells = doorbell etc).  They could label/describe an image from a home and compare to the inside of the church.

WHAT IS INSIDE AND OUTSIDE A CHURCH?   
Show children images of each church area/object and discuss each use, symbolism, purpose etc 
Outside there may be a: tower or steeple with a belfry for the bells which are rung before services, a porch and lynch gate where coffins were rested before burial, a graveyard with yew trees.
Why do churches have a tower, steeple, flagpole, clock, spires and bells?  What do you think of when you hear the bells?  What do you notice about the size & shape of the church?  Why was it built here?  Why is there a graveyard here?  Do the gravestones tell us anything about what the people believed? What thoughts come as you look at the gravestones?  Why might you want to come & sit in the Church grounds?

Explore the 3 main parts of a church: 
•	the nave (with pews where people learn about God); 
•	the chancel (where those leading sit - choir, clergy, organist etc.); 
•	the sanctuary (where people draw closest to God - it symbolises heaven).

The Altar or communion table is often below the east window and may be divided from the rest of the church.  It may have a cross, candles, special plate and goblets for the communion bread and wine.  
Why does it look like a table?  How do you know it is an important part of the church? What colour is the altar cloth?  Why?  What other colours are used during the year?  Are there pictures on the altar cloth?  Why are there 2 candles?  

The lectern is a special stand to hold the Bible - often brass and in the shape of an eagle with outstretched wings.  Why does the Bible rest on the wings of an eagle?  What story would children read to the congregation?  Ask them to imagine they have a special gift to deliver and they can fly on the back of an eagle, can they describe the journey?  

The font is the container for holding water for baptisms.  It is usually near the door as a welcoming sign in Anglican churches and often at the front in Catholic churches.  It symbolises the River Jordan where Jesus was baptised by John as the first stage in Jesus’ ministry.  Some churches have small portable fonts.

The pulpit.  Why is it high up?  What sorts of things are spoken from it?  What would children say to the congregation if they spoke from it?
Children write a short speech to address the class about the importance of the church to them.

Many windows have stained glass (coloured glass set into strips of lead) which often tell a story.  If the sun is shining see if you can stand in the sun’s rays letting the colours from a window fall on you.
Create own stained glass window representing a bible story they know or to show an important event in their lives.

The cross, the central symbol of Christianity, may be found in many forms inside and outside. Originally churches were built in the shape of a cross - is yours?  Look at Salvador crosses and how they depict important events. 
Create their own crosses of important times in their lives.

In some churches people light candles.  What does this show?  Can you think of occasions when candles are lit at home?
Light a candle and do a short ‘stilling’ exercise or say a silent prayer. Do P4C based on the candle, inviting children to ask the candle rhetorical questions e.g. do you know how important you are? Do you know you represent Jesus? Do you know that you a lit during worship, Xmas, special dinners, birthdays…?

On a large flat bed sheet, children use washable felt tips to create a church drawing on all the areas they have learned about and all special objects they might see inside/outside.
T model creating own special 3D church. What should we put inside? Think about Comfort, seating? calm, noise? Décor? Religious décor? Warmth? Colours? Plan out in pairs through sketches and then create 3D model.

Invite the local vicar or church member to talk about how the church impacts on their lives. Interview members of the church or write letters to worldwide Christians to ask about their faith and role of church to them.

Use letters from Christians explaining the role of the church to compare against Christians who do not attend church or compare to own view and explain the differences. Discuss role of church comparing experiences between the class and write a letter to explain the different views within the class.

Explore Jesus in the Temple bible story, youtube clips available about the Angry Christ. Explore why Jesus was so angry at the traders and why did he act out of character when the house of God was being used wrongly in his eyes?

Write advice to the traders for how to use the temple/church well. Create posters of rules for church use.
Write their own version of Jesus in the temple with Jesus responding in a different way that may be more suited to modern day living.

	Activity Ideas:
The following suggestions include beliefs and teachings about God from various major religions. This will allow teachers to choose activities relevant to the religions covered in their own school RE policy.
What do Christians say God is like? 3 activities from REtoday look at Christian understanding of God through:
a. Looking at children’s own roles e.g. son/daughter, pupil, sister/brother/ friend etc. and asking them what they do in each role. Discussion of what you do in one role you won’t necessarily do in another. Link with Christian belief that God does lots of different things – can they make suggestions.  Make a class list of 10 ideas.
b. Use a kenning poem to illustrate the roles God has as Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  What different things in the poem tell you about what Christians believe what God does?
c. 5 ideas about God – match up picture and word cards and/or write sentences beginning “God is like....” – create a class display of ideas – words and pictures. 

Read children the Footprints in the sand poem  
· Ask them to reflect on what the poem is saying about the nature of God?  What are his different roles as father, son, sustainer, creator, judge, provider etc.
· Where would the footprints be seen in their life...times they call upon God... etc 
· Create own art work to explain the role of God in their lives
What can we learn about God through stories? From REtoday –activities related to stories primarily from the Bible and the Torah but also found in the Qu’ran –use active storytelling of Moses in the bulrushes – using appropriate sounds and actions for different parts of the stories and the repeated question Where was God?  To help children to reflect on God’s place in the story and that he was keeping Moses safe.
Ask children to imagine they were an onlooker when Moses was placed in the basket in the bulrushes and identify through the 5 senses how they felt e.g. I saw... I felt...I wanted to say... I heard, I touched,.... I wondered etc.

Exploring the 99 beautiful names of Allah with children from REtoday
Children explore the meanings of their own names and whether they describe what they are like.  Also look at nicknames which may describe characteristics in a nice way or sometimes in a hurtful way. Then ask them to find words to describe qualities of each member of the class in an affirming way
Explore some of the 99 names of Allah in Islam – each name describes something different about what Allah is like. Ask children to reflect on how some of these characteristics are expressed in both their own and the lives of others today
Look at how Hafeez Shaikh, an Islamic artist today expresses the 99 names of Allah in art – using colour and lettering (NOT living forms). Children then produce their own artwork around the name of God, and writing 2/3 sentences to explain their artwork. 

How do Hindus express beliefs about God? From REtoday
Explore the idea that there is one ‘Supreme Being’ Brahman but that this is expressed, understood and approached through different gods and goddesses..Hindus often express these characteristics through dance. Show the BBC video clip Explanation of the Hindu Gods to reinforce this idea.
Ask children to devise a visual way to express their thoughts and ideas about someone they admire (art, symbol, dance). Share their ideas with a partner and why they have produced these ideas. 
I wonder.... what makes a good symbol?

Use of story to explore concepts of God:
Creator of the world is an important concept. Christian, Jewish and Muslim creation stories have some variations but the same basic outline. Read the relevant story and show picture cards for the different parts of it. Then in 3s get pupils to sequence the pictures in the correct order.  Alternatively, use  Picturing Creation from REtoday to ask questions about each of the pictures the artist has drawn (questions are on the back of each picture) to encourage children to express their thoughts and feelings
· Godly Play Creation
· Poetry/music  to explore ideas of God – use of the Psalms e.g. Psalm 8, 23, 32 that talk of God’s love, protection and forgiveness. Children  write their own letters to God about their needs just as psalmists sung and prayed to God
· Use stimulus of children’s poems about Where is God? from the Spirited Arts section of the NATRE website and encourage children to express their own ideas of where God may be found in poetic form
· The Art in Heaven section of the same website provides examples of children’s work on the same theme. Children can then express their own ideas and brief explanation through artwork.
· Sing songs such as “Who put the colours in the rainbow?’ ‘Think of a world without any flowers. Discuss what these teach about God? What questions might children have about God?
