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	[bookmark: _GoBack]Y1 Our Wonderful Wild World - African Animals and Mini-Beasts
Learning Sequence – Summer 2025

	Synopsis: Children will learn about the amazing continent of Africa and the animals that live there, before comparing it to their local area. We will then learn about mini-beasts. 
In Geography, children will learn about the continents and oceans of the world. They will study a National Park in Africa and then compare it to the Lake District National Park. We will look at daily weather patterns and record our findings. 
In Art children will learn about Kente cloth textile art, create their own interpretation and explore repeating print.
In PE, children will practise their multi-skills including, running, balancing, jumping etc and they will also participate in sports day activities.
In Music children will follow the Charanga music scheme and will be focusing on the units Having Fun with Improvisation and Reflect, Rewind and Replay.   
In RE children will learn about what prayer means for Christians and then they will then lean about and answer the question, Who Made the World?
In D&T, children will learn about where food comes from and look at healthy food from around the world. They will make a range of healthy dishes using different tools and techniques.
In History, children will learn about Amy Johnston and her achievements. They will then create timelines linked to transport. 
In Computing, children will begin to debug simple programmes. They will learn how to use digital literacy skills to store and retrieve information and will learn how to stay safe on-line and who to come to for help.
In Science, children will learn about animals including humans, including how to classify them, their common features and their diet. They will also learn about plants and trees. They will learn about the parts of a plant and identify a range of common garden and wild flowers. They will then look at different deciduous and evergreen trees and will think about how a deciduous tree changes throughout the seasons. They will learn about the season of Summer and compare it with Spring.
Curriculum areas: 
English: In English we will spend some time learning about the features of recounts focusing on a book called Amazing Adventures – Super Safari. Children will then go on their own safari and write their own recount. We will then move onto writing simple non-chronological reports focusing on African Animals. 
Maths: In Maths we will learn how to count in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s and will link this to multiplication and division. We will focus on numbers up to 100. We will then move onto fractions as well as the areas of time and money in measurement.
Phonics: In phonics we will be continuing our journey through level 5 using the Twinkl Phonics Planning. We will be starting booster sessions to get prepared for the Phonics Screening Check in June
Length of theme: 12 weeks.

	To start off this new unit we will be having an Outdoor Learning and Literacy Morning. Week 1: 
· Read the story Amazing Animals – Super Safari as a class. 
· Discuss African animals as we have been learning about them in topic. 
· Learn about the sequence of events throughout the story. 
· Create a recount/story map to show the order of events. 
· Go on our own safari adventure
· Look at a model of a recount from Mrs Ghilks’ own safari 
· Learn about the features of recounts and understand what a recount is for. 
· Identify features of recounts using a model text. 
· Read and discuss simple recounts (e.g. a story about a trip).
Week 2: 
· Sequence pictures and orally retell events
· Structure a recount with a beginning, middle, and end.
· Model writing a recount together as a class.
· Read detailed recounts and discuss what makes them engaging.
· Practice adding adjectives and emotions to simple sentences.
· Include personal thoughts and feelings in a recount.
· Children revise their previous recounts by adding more detail. 
Week 3: 
· Guided planning using steps to success
· Independent writing task.
· Self-check and edit work using a simple checklist.

African Animals – Non-Fiction Writing (1 Week)
We will explore a number of non-fiction books linked to African animals. 

We will research as a class the difference between a fiction and a non-fiction books and will learn how to use the contents page, glossary and index.
Week 1: 
· Explore a number of animal reports and fact files and investigate features of non-chronological reports. 
· Explain that we will be making our own reports for an African animal. Share and explain what children need to include in their own fact file. 
· Create a report on a class animal e.g. lion. Encourage children to research facts about animals using books, IPADs and fact files. 
· Children research diet, habitat, lifecycle etc and record ideas down (Science Link).
· Children to then work with the teacher to organise information. 
· Children to plan, draft and edit their report. 
· Children choose their own animal to research. 
· Use IPADs, information sheets, books etc to find out facts.
· Children record their information down. 
· Children spend some time planning their report. 
· Children to plan, draft and edit their reports.

	Twinkl Phonics Programme 
As a school all children from Nursery to Year 2 follow the Twinkl Phonics Programme. 
This ranges from level 1 – level 6. 
All children in Year 1 are taking part in 4 lessons a week covering level 5 objectives. 

Lessons are structured in the following way. 
· Revisit and review– previous sounds and tricky/common exception words taught 
· Teach –new sounds and tricky/common exception words
· Practise – blend/segment words focusing on new phoneme or words 
· Apply – read and write a caption or sentences focusing on new phonemes taught and tricky/common exception words
· Assess – formatively assess during each session how the children are progressing and adapt planning and teaching accordingly. Summative assessments take place at the end of every half term.

Animals including Humans

Ask the question – Are there different kinds of animals?
· Look at different pictures of animals. Are they all the same or are they different? Identify a range of different animals.
· Sorting by type into groups – birds, fish, amphibians, reptiles, mammals and insects
· Look at pictures of animals and compare them – how are they the same or different? Compare the structure and identify common features
· Write sentences about what the common features are or how they are similar and different
Ask the question – Do animals feed in different ways?
· Talk about our diets and what we like to eat. 
· Learn about the diet of a range of animals and introduce the new vocabulary of carnivore, herbivore and omnivore
· Classify animals by their diet – grouping by similarity
Plants (Flowering Plants)
· Plant sunflowers and discuss what they need to grow. Discuss what would happen if we took something away that plants need for growth e.g. water, light, food etc. 
· Care for their sunflowers over time then send them home to continue to grow over the summer.
· Labelling the parts of a plant using the correct scientific vocabulary
· Create a loose parts picture of a plant and label it
· Learn about the different parts of a flowering plant and what each part does
· Sorting pictures of plants and non-plants
· Show different pictures of plants and explain the difference between wild and garden plants. 
· Identify different plants from photos by playing a plant ID card game
· Go on a plant hunt – identify and draw the different wild and garden plants they find. 

Plants (Trees)
· Labelling the parts of a tree using the correct scientific vocabulary.
· Learn about the parts of a tree and what each part does.
· Go on a tree hunt around school using a map and pictures to find, then identify different trees. Use tree ID cards to help them. Discuss the leaf shapes and any seeds the tree may produce. 
· Compare deciduous trees with our evergreen tree (the Scot’s Pine)
· Sorting picture cards of deciduous and evergreen trees

Ask the question – How do trees survive the Winter?
· Watch time-lapse videos of trees over the seasons.
· Discuss what happens to a deciduous tree over the year.
· Draw a deciduous tree across all four seasons and describe changes

Seasonal Changes – Spring to Summer
· Explore current season of Summer (e.g. weather conditions, temperature and signs of seasonal changes) and discuss day length.
· Use observational skills and first-hand experiences to describe the season of Summer and discuss the changes since the Spring. 
· Use videos to observe changes across the seasons.
· Discuss sun safety and explain how the sun can be dangerous. Discuss the different ways that we can protect our eyes and skin.
· Look at the position of the sun and how it makes shadows.
· Discuss how shadows are formed and why. 
· Draw round the shadow of large toy animals and then watch over time to see the shadow move. Discuss why this happens.

· Locate 7 world continents and 5 oceans and label world map. 
· Find hot/cold areas on a map and globe, discuss appropriate travel necessities for these different areas (e.g. I will take sun cream to Africa because it is hot.)
· Compare similarities and differences between Stainton and an African village.
· Look at daily weather patterns in both villages over a week.

	RE Learning Sequence 

We will start by sharing a chatterbox with the whole class and discover what is inside.
Then we will read the book ‘Clever Cub sings to God - Clever Cub loves to sing and he was delighted to discover that there is a whole book of songs in the Bible. These songs are called Psalms. We will draw pictures to show what Clever Cub sang about. 

We will explore how do people of faith send messages to God? 
We will think about what we may want to God today? All children to go and draw a picture on a small piece of paper that they can bring back to the circle and it can be made into a collage.
· Together create a prayer by going around the circle and thanking God for what each child had drawn. 
· Read from the Bible where Jesus teaches the disciples the Lord’s Prayer. 
· We will visit the Church of Pater Noster. In this church in Jerusalem there are translations of the Lord’s Prayer in 140 languages all inscribed on colourful ceramic plaques and used to decorate the walls. 
· We will make a colourful ceramic plaque - Children to have a printed copy of the Lord’s prayer and they can paint colourful patterns on them to make a ‘ceramic tile.’

Read the story of Jonah and the whale to the children using the Godly Play version 
Make sure, whichever version is used, that there is time for the wondering section.
Year 1 to sequence the story pictures and to write the account underneath.

Start off by being outdoors and sit in the willow area. Have a time of prayer thanking God for all the beauty around you, the smells, the breeze on your face and the things you can hear. 
· What shall we pray for today?
· Prayers could be written on bird shaped paper, laminated and hung in trees or bushes. Take photos for your floor book.
· (Children to make bird shaped prayers)
· Write prayers for the world on beach balls using a permanent marker pen. Throw the balls to each other and shout Amen. Take photos
Return to the chatterbox and look at some of the ‘other faith’ resources.
Share the prayer mat and explain that Muslims pray 5 times a day. Muslims pray to God/Allah and they use a prayer mat to face Mecca. Muslims also use prayer beads to pray to God.
Return to the Chatterbox and show the Buddhist flags.
Show the buddhist flags and explain that these are prayer flags and the idea is that the prayers are released in the wing to purify the air and appease the gods.

Daniel in the Lion’s Den
· Using ‘The Lion Storyteller Bible’ by Bob Hartman ISBN 978-0745949802 read the story of Daniel – he was thrown to the lions because he refused to pray to anyone or anything other than the one true God. God rescues Daniel, his faithful servant. 
· Year 1 independent write of the story. 
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
