	Year 1 and Year 2 – Summer 2025
Ocean Adventures Learning Sequence

	Synopsis: Children will learn about life by/in the ocean and compare this to life in a village at Stainton. We will use our own experiences and extend these through research. 

In English, children will be reading a range of stories with familiar settings and then re-writing their own stories. They will be creating some explanation texts linked to our topic of ocean adventures. We will be learning about poetry and creating our own funny poems linked to life under the sea.
In Maths, children will be solving problems involving the four operations. We will be looking at statistics and using positional language to help us to navigate around maps and locations.  
In Science, children will be learning about pushes and pulls, as well as observing seasonal changes as move from spring into summer. We will also be learning about living things and their habitats. There will be whole school science week where we look at sustainability. 
In History, children will be learning about events beyond living memory. We will be finding out about the famous sinking of the titanic. 
In PSHE, children we will be looking at ‘relationships’ and ‘changing me’. We will also be working with KS, our school safeguarding monkey to explore how we can stay safe.
In Geography, children use maps and atlases to locate countries, continents and oceans. The children will learn about London and Peru linked to our Paddington Day and comparing seaside locations around the world. 
In Art, children create an underwater collage using a range of materials including paint.
In DT, children will be designing, making and evaluating a kite design. 
In Music, children will be having fun with improvision and will be preparing for their own big musical concert incorporating aspects of music that we have covered throughout the year. 
In Computing, children will be learning about sorting using spreadsheets and creating different pictures on purple mash linked to our topic. 
In PE, the children will be participating in a range of multi-skills and athletics games. We will also be preparing for our annual sports day and taking part in a multi-skills activity. 
In RE, the children will be learning about what prayer means for both Christians and Muslims. We will be learning about the creation story and exoring the question ‘Who made the world?’

· Introduce a range of ocean themed stories to the children. For each text - discuss the title and front cover. What do they think it might be about? 
· Read the story to the children, stopping at key points and asking them to predict what might happen next
· Ask and answer questions about the story - what is their favourite part? Which character do they like the most? What would they like to ask their favourite character?
· Talk about the story discussing characters, setting and plot and asking children to explain elements of the story to demonstrate their understanding of it
· Role play the story to embed characters and plot: what happens at start/middle/end? Identify the main events in the story
· Recap noun phrases and ask the children to listen for/find some in the story that have listened to. Create further noun phrases for setting and creatures using ambitious adjectives
· Act out different verbs for characters in the story eg scuttled for crab, darted for fish, and clarify meaning of new verbs
· Recap co-ordinating conjunctions and introduce children to wider range of subordinating conjunctions to develop their ideas eg As the fish swam, the octopus hid in his deep, dark cave.
· Rehearse joining main clauses to create compound sentences and main/subordinate clauses to create complex sentences
· Plan each section of story orally first noting key ideas
· Write first draft of story, applying the skills taught
· Peer assess and edit/improve writing to produce final version

· Show children a range of non-fictions books linked underwater creatures. What do they notice?
· Examine front covers, contents, index and glossary and discuss the function of each
· Discuss different ways in which the information is presented – use of photographs, diagrams, headings and sub-headings etc. - are the books all set out the same or are there differences?
· Play Book Splat. Read children a question eg. Where do polar bears live? And children ‘splat’ the book they think would give this information
· Within book, choose a specific animal to find out about - what do children notice about the structure and features of text eg photos to support, headings, subheadings
· Chop up some information about animal and ask children to reorganise it under chosen headings
· Choose an underwater creature eg Octopus to research
· Using websites, photos and books, children find answers to key questions about appearance, habitat, food etc.
· Jot key ideas in note form and rehearse making these into complete sentences ensuring that each sentence is demarcated correctly
· Notice that some conjunctions add information (and), some explain (so, because) and some contrast (but)
· Write report focusing on organisation and layout of text

	Twinkl Phonics Programme 
As a school all children from Nursery to Year 2 follow the Twinkl Phonics Programme. 
This ranges from level 1 – level 6. 
All children in Year 1 are taking part in 5 lessons a week focusing on objectives from the phonic level in which they are working at (Level 2 – Level 5). Children are also receiving same-day interventions, when required, to help them keep up not catch up. 

Lessons are structured in the following way. 
· Revisit and review– previous sounds and tricky/common exception words taught 
· Teach –new sounds and tricky/common exception words
· Practise – blend/segment words focusing on new phoneme or words 
· Apply – read and write a caption or sentences focusing on new phonemes taught and tricky/common exception words
· Assess – formatively assess during each session how the children are progressing and adapt planning and teaching accordingly. Summative assessments take place at the end of every half term. 

Reading Opportunities
· Weekly guided reading using the Twinkl Phonic mini-books
· Yr 2 – use of previous SAT papers to further develop comprehension skills 
· 1:1 reading using Rhino Reader books and another book that is specifically matched to their phonic level.
· Access to our classroom ‘Reading Cosy’ area
· Story time and paired reading 
· Weekly library session

SPAG
· Weekly spelling tests set according to phonic phase and stage.
· Punctuation- reinforce ‘perfect sentence obligatory expectations; capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. Extend punctuation with exclamation marks and question marks.
· Build vocabulary with knowledge of nouns, verbs and adjectives

· Order these key events, dates and times on a timeline that solely represents the voyage of the Titanic

· Sort pictures of actions into the different categories of push/pull and both
· Explore forces in action through P.E. – use each other to push and pull against each other using different body parts. 
· Recap DT project of making a farm vehicle
· Sort pictures of different toys into push/pull or both
· Ask the question – How can we make objects move further?
· Look at a range of pictures of different forces in action. Add arrows of different sizes to show the direction and size of force being used.
· Use knowledge of pushes and pulls to experiment with how the children could move the titanic safely – roleplay and use models

· Talk about why people pray – compare Christian and Muslim prayer – are they the same? How are they different? 

· Read and write a range of tea spoon prayers for display (TSP – thank you, sorry, please) 

· Look at the why, where, when, what, how of prayer for both Christians and Muslims – compare throughout 

	Who made the world (Understanding Christianity)

	RE Objectives

· Go on a ‘signs of summer’ walk – encourage the children to be quiet and still. Observe the wonderful world around them
· Provide images of something that have been created e.g. teddy bear, phone, bread. Discuss with the children about what the person who made the object might be like. Link to character descriptions from story writing and use adjectives to describe the creator
· Look at a range of some natural pictures – use adjectives to describe
· Use the Big Freeze, creation image. Children to write down and talk about what they see in the picture
· Introduce the story of Genesis – do this through drawing, role-play, song, dance and drama
Explore the question ‘ What does the creation story tell us about what God is like’?
· Discuss with the children that Christians believe that God created the world
